DEATITI OF DE SOTO.
T THE AUTHOR 0% ' THE BROTIERS,’

It was the evemng of a sultry day, sultry elmost
beyond enduranco, although tho scason had not ad-
vanced beyond tha carly spring time—tlio sun, though
shrouded from human cyes by a dense verl of maist
and clammy vapor, was pourning down a flood of intol-
erable heat upon the pathless carcbrakes, the decp
bayous—haunts of tho voracious and unscemly alliga-
tor—and the forests, streanung viith excess of vege-
tation, through which tho endlesa river rolled s dark
current.  On a steep bluff, projecting into the bosom
of thie waters, at tho conflucneo of semo namelesstri-
butary, and tho vast Miesiss:pp:, stood the dwelling of
the first whito man that e¢ver “trod those boundless
solitudes. It wasa rudo and shapeless edifice of logs,
t:ewn from the cypresses and cedars of the ewamp,
which lay outstretched for a thousand miles around,
by hands ¢ unused to aught of base aud men:al labor;®
yet there were certain marks of comfort, and even of
luzury, to bo traced to tho decorations of that log
cabm; a va.l of sea-green sl was drawn actoss
tho aperturo which perforated the massy timbers of the
wall;a hoavy drapery of crimeson velvet, declied with
a fringe and embroidery of gold, was looped up to the
lintols, as if to admit whatever breath of air might
sweep along the channe! of tho river.—27or were theee
all; alofly staft' was pitched before the door, from
which drooped in gorgeous {olds, the ycllow banner,
rich with the castled blazoury of Spain; and besido
a tall warrior, sheaihed from head to heel in burmished
armour with gilded epur, and belted brand—stalied
to and fro, as though he wero on duty upon some tented
plain in his own land of chivalry and song. Atashort
distanco in the tear m:gat bo desgnated a2 confused
assemblage of huts, seuited for tho accommodation of
five hundred wen; horseswere picqueted around; spears
decked with penaon and pennonce!, and all the bra-
very of kmghtly warfare, were planted before the
dwellings of their owners; sentinels in the gleawing
mail, paced their accustomed round. But in that
strango encampment, there was no mirth, no bustie—
not cven the low hum of converse, or the note of pre-
paration. The soldiers glided to and fro, with humble
gait and sad demcanour; tho ficry chargers drooped
thewr proud hoads to the ground, and appeared to fack
sefficient ammation to dash aside tho swarms of ven-
omous flies, that fattened, as it scemed, upon thar
very hfo blood; the hugo blood hounds, thoso dread
auxiliarics of Spamshh warfare, of which a score o1
two wero visible among the cabiuns, lay slumbening in
Estloss indolence, or dragged themselves alang, after
the heels of their masters, with slouching crests; and
in attitudes widely differont from the fierco activity
of their usual motions. Pestilence and famino were
around thein, on the tinck and breczoless air—in the
dark wators, in tho deep morass, and in the vaults of
the pine forest, the secds of death were floating~
avengors of tho luckless tribes, already scattered or
enslaved by tho iron arm of Europcan war. Oh—
how did they pino for tho clear strcoms of Gaudal.
quiver, or the viney banke of Xeres, for the brcozy
slopes of tho Apaxarras, or tho snow clad sumnuts of
their natiwe Sicrras—thoso falted followers of the

the waving palins, the orange groves, tho huertasand
mcads of fair Grenada ? In vam, in vain !—OF qll
those gallant hundreds, who had leaped 1o confidenco
and hopo, from thuir proud brigantines, upon the glow-
ing shores of Florida, glittaning in pclished steel, and
¢ vory gallant with slk,” who had traversed the wild
country of tho Appalachians, who hadscen the gleam
of Spanish arms, reflected from the black streams of
Alabama, who had made th:c boundless prairies of
Missouri ring with the uacchoed notes of the Castl-
ian trumpet, who had spread the terrors of the Spa-
nish namo, with all its baibarous accompaniments of
havocand slanglter, through wilds untrodden beforo,
by feet of civilized man. Of all thoto gallant hyp-
dreds, but a weak and wasted moiety, was destined to
roach tho shores of their far father land, and that not
as they had fondly deemed, in the pride, the cxulta-
tion, and the health of conquest, but in want, and
heaviness und woe,

The arrows of the Savage, and the yet fiercer ar.
rows of tho plague, dearly repaid the injuries that
they had wreaked already, on the wrotched natives ;
dearly repamid 00, as it wero, by anticipation, tho
wrongs that their children, and their chiidren®s chil-
dren, should wreak, in Jong perapectivo on the forest
Cwellers of the west.

T'here, in that loaczly hat, there lay the proudest
spirit, the t-avest heart, thoe mightiest intellect, the
favourite comrade of Pwarro—the joint conqueror of
of Peru!—Thero lay Hernando do Soto; tus fiery
energice, even inore than the hot fever, wearing away
lrs mortal frama : his massive brow clogged with the
black sweat of death ; his ox¢ that flashed the more
briliaatly the deadlier was tiie peril—d.m and filmy ;
s Lugh hear: sick—sick and fearful, not for himself,
but for his followers; his hopes of conquest, fame,
domintwon, gone like the leaves of autuma? There,
Le lay, miserably perishing by inches, the discoverer
of a world—a wotld never destined to bless hirg or his
posfernity with its redundant riches.

Besudo his pallat bed was assembled a group of
men, the least renowned of whoin ight well have
led a royal azmy to tho battle for 2 crown. But their
frames wero gant and emaciated, their cheeks fur-
rowed with tl¢ bincs o' care and agony, both of mind
and bady ; their oycs wet with tho scenes of bitter-
ness.  Tho darle cowled priests had adminisicred the
last tites of rehgion ta the dying warnior, and naw
watcked, in breathless wilence, the pasiing of bhis
spirit.— An (ndian maiden, of rare symetry, and love-
liness that would h.ve bren deemed exquicite n the
brightest halls of old Castilo, leancd ovor his pillow,
wiping the cold dew from the conqueror's bruw,
with her leng jetty locks, and funnieg ff the mytiads
of voracious insects, that thronged 1ho tainted air!
There war not n sound in the crowded chawmber, save
the hicavy sob hko broathings of the dyirg man, and
occasional whinings of a tell hound, the nob'est of
his race, which sat ¢rect, gazing with almost human
intelligenco upon the featvtos of his lord.
