That with a view to giving greater publicity to judicial sales,
and applications for confirmation and ratification .of titles, ‘the
notices and publications now required by law;:shall be given and in-
serted twice during the four months required, in the official gazette 10

two public newspapers published in the District, as: the Plaintiff
shall determine.
