broke?

Stock broker's spend a lot of
money pumping up their "bullish”
public images. But in the real
world, brokers and their stock
recommendations have been
given a bit of a black eye by recent
swings in the market.

A study recently published in
the Financial Analysts Journal,
however, suggests that brokerage
“tips" do work - sort of. Three
economics professors tracked
down more than 5,000 tips dating
back to 1964 -- and then compared
the performance of the supposed-
ly “hot" stocks to the market as a
whole. Well, the hot stocks did
better all right - for about the first
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month. But after o year, their
performance was not better or no
worse than average.
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
