Macdonald said.

lack of Nobel prize winners may 
be that the procedure may be 
somewhat faulty.'lf we were to 
take Canada's ten best scholars, 
President Mcdonald feels that 
they would be as good as any 
other ten in the world.

Macdonald does feel that 
Canada lacks thelargefinancial 
capacity which other countries 
possess. Combined with our 
high inflation, it has made 
public constraint necessary, 
especially in Ontario. This 
constraint has hit theOntario 
universitie s.

This year.Ontario universiti­
es received the lowest percapita 
support in the country. Our 
grants went up 6.5%, while 
Quebec's, for example, went up 
13%. This constraint will have 
serious consequences for the 
country in thefuture, according 
to M action Id.

"When one constrains the 
universities, one is’constrain- 
ing the nation in terms of 
development.”

Macdonald said universities 
are in difficult times, but it 
certainly wasn’t planned. It is a 
"crude consequence of lower 
funds.”

But Macdonald isoptimistic 
about the future. As it now 
stands York University is 
working at full capacity, both 
day and night. He said we are 
now living at acrossroads.With 
proper management and more 
funding, York can attain 
whatever academic ground it 
may have lost during the 
imposed economic constraint 
in the past few years.

concerns, which translates into 
governmental lack of concern 
and inaction. After all, 
education is notapopularissue 
which sways voters.

Also, our greatest asset at 
York, flexibility, is being lost, 
according to Fisher. No new 
faces and no new ideaswill have 
anopportunity to get inside and 
be expressed as the university 
becomes rigid. Theend result is 
that we will all "grow old locked 
together,” said Fisher.

Today, President Ian Macdona­
ld thinks that York has a 
relatively young faculty.
