COURT OF REVIEW. 1

In re Trudeau, insolvent, Merizzi, provision-
al guardian, and Kent et al., curators and
petitioners, the following judgment was ren-
dered, The Hon. Sir Chief Justice Johnson,
spesnking for the Court.

Trudeau made an assignment, and Merizzi
was appointed provisional guardian. On the
29th May the petitioners were named curators,

that among the property of the estate assigne
