Blshop Geddes entertained pretty much
the same opinion as Bichop Hay in regard
to Mr. Burke and the French Revolution.
The eminent statesman, he thought, how-
ever, was a little too declamstory ; but
the substance of his work was very juet
In Fiance the Church even was revolu-
tionized. The Bishops of Autun, O:leans
and Seus alone remained steadfast. For
the time there was a deplorable schiem ;
but it was not destined to be of lorg con-

tinuance.

Bishop Hay was so highly pleazed with
Mr. Kemp’s hiberal conduct in regard to
(atholics attending charity schools under
his charge that he proposed to him that
he should establish a school for the
poorer population of Glenlivat. Provided
that the tame promise in regard to the
Catholics as was made at Edinburgh,
were adhered to, the Bishop would
undertake to encoursge the people to
send their children to the school, and
would bimself subscribe somethirg in
aid of its funds, He, moreover, invited
Mr. Kemp to make Scalan his home when

he should visit that part of the country.

Bishop (Geddes’ pastoral visit of ten
days to Glasgow this summer was at.
tended with more than its usual fruit.
Conversions were, as yet, but few and
far betweep, even in the missions that
were longest established, or were, in their
humble way, & continuation of the ancient
state of things, There were no fewer
than thirty four converts received on
cccasion of the vieit referred to. Where
the congregation was always incressing,
there could.not fzil to be a few baptiems,
Only five were ready for baptiem since

the former visit.

Bishop Hay, acting on the ruggestion
of his coadjutor, communicated with the
Nuncio and the Prior of the Cartbusians
at Parie, requesting their assistance and
protection in behalf of Douai College.
In the event of their answer being favor
able, he intended to make a like request
for the college at Paris. He also des-
patched & procuration in his own name
and that of his coadjutor, for Principal
(3ordon, with whom he associated Messrs,
Innes and Farquarson, the latter Presid.
ent of Bouai College, and the former
Prefect of studies at Paris. Bishop
Geddes, however, not unreasonably,
feared that the Principal might reject the
propoeal to give him associstes, unless he
were first coneulted, He, accordingly,
with a view to prepare the way for com-
pliance, prayed him to forget the past
and act solely for the good of religion in

his own country.

It was highly eatisfactory to the
bishops to learn, at tbis time, that the
new Irish edition of Bishop Hay’s
works was selling rapidly at Dublin,
There were seven volumes. Two hun-
dred copies of the Sincere Christian were

on the way to Scotland.

On his return to Scalan in July Bishop
Hay bad just beard from London of the
general rejoicing among the English
Catholics at the passing of their Relief
Bill, The oath appeared to him un.
