vous, despite the fact that Japan was,

and is still is, the ally of Great-Bri-
tain. The Australians number just
about five million people altogether,
but they hold a country of 2,974,681
square miles—that is, a  territory
slightly larger than . the  United
States, which has _a populstion
twenty times as lsrne The Austra-
lans intend to hold thglr great coun-
try for the exclusive Wemefit of the
white man.
Successful Scheme.
The Australian people , being op-
posed, root and branca, to a large
standing army, had to devise a
scheme that would give them an effi-

cient citizen force. The guestion for

their legislators was: How can we
obtain efficient training without dis-
locating the normal activities of the
nation? K

ing no defence forces. .
