The Number of Workers Will Be
Increased.

HE WANTS MORE MINES

1Is After the Poorman, and West Le Roi
& Josie—Iron Mask to Be Allowed
to Resume Work in the Disputed
Ground—Work of the Week.

[From Sunday’s Daily.]

The arrival of the Hon. C. H. Mackin-
tosh, the Canadian director of the British
American corporation, has livened the
camp considerably. Mr. Mackintosh has
not given out any announcement of his
plans, but it seems certain that a big in-
crease in the number of working mines
and of the number of men employed can
be surelv anticipated.

In addition to the purchases already
made by the B. A.C., the company is
acquiring a control in the Poorman, and
a deal for the purchase of the West Le
Roi & Josie is maturing.

A private telegram receiyed last night
from Victoria announces that in the case
of the Centre Star vs. the Iron Mask,
the latter had been allowed the right of
working in any part of its ground.

The shipments for last week were as
follows: le Roi, 1,380; War Eagle, 80;
Iron Mask, 95; Centre Star, 15; total,
1,670.

The Iron Mask.
The strike recently made in the lat-
teral drift from the main tunnel is show-
ing up better than ever. The drift now

shows it to contain five feet of good ship-
ping ore, and the pay-streak is widening.
The drifts from the bottom of the main
shaft are being continued in each direc-
tion in a large body of low grade ore.
Work is continuing in the north crosscut
and in the big stope in the tunnel level.
The ore shipments last week amoun

to 95 tons. The property is now employ-
ing 35 men. J. T. hf:rt.in, the night%oss,
is in charge of the mine in the absence
of the superintendent, Samuel F. Hall.

The Josie.
The Josie is now fully in the hands of

the Mackintosh syndicate, but it is not
anhounced when operations on a large

gcale will be commenced. At present
one ?&iu is being worked in the east
drift the 300-foot level. It is show-
ing up some 18 inches of good copper
ore, though the ledge has not yet
fully recovered from the effect of the
granite slip that cut it in the neighbor-
hood of the shaft. Work is suspended
in the tunnel until operations are com-
ced under the new management.

The Abe Lincoln.
The shaft is down 90 feet. The forma-
tion of conglomerate which had been
met for several feet gave way last week

" to the original ledge matter impreg-
nated with copper ore.

Some fine specimens of ore now being
met is on display in T#e MiNER window.

A MINERAL WATER DEAL.

Sharp Yankees Get Around the Ding-
ley Tariff Act.

BurraLro, N. Y., Jan. 15.—The Wash-
ington correspondent of the Evening
News sends the following story to his
paper today. As an instance of the ease
with which sharp men can avoid the
high rates of duty imposed by the Dikg-
ley bill, when they desire so to do, it is
related that a number of wealthy gentle-
men in Boston some time ago purchased
a mineral spring in Canada. They in-

tended to ship the water to-this eountry,
under provisions of the then tariff law
which imposed a mere nominal tax on
mineral water. The Dingley law soon
after went into effect with a 24 cents per
gallon duty on all imported water, which
amounted almost or quite equal to a
probibitory tax.

The mineral water syndicate decided
that their investment was a losing one
and that the project must be abandoned,
but as a last resort consulted a lawyer
and asked him to get them out of their
scrape. He directed them to freeze a
qudntity of the water and see if its prop-
erties were changed by the process.
When it was ascertained that the freez-
ing had no bad effect on- the water, the
lawyer said: ‘“Then you need have no
farther trouble about the tariff. Simply
freeze the water in Oanada and import it
into this country as ice. There -is no
duty on ice.”

It is a fact the Dingley law retains
ice of the free list, and so the syndicate
ghips its mineral water across the bord-
er in solid chunks, at the lowest freight
rates, and at the same time avoiding the
use of casks that costs $4 each, and be-
sides they thus save 24 cents on every
gallon.

True Witness on Encyclical.
MoNTREAL, Jan. 15.—The True Wit-
ness, in referring to the papal encyclical,
says: ‘“What will be the effect of the

holy father’s encyclical we cannot
doubt; it will result in solidifying the
ranks of the Catholics in Canada so that
it will cause them to unite in demand-
ing and insisting upon their rights,

fire them to a determination that their
rights, which they themselves accord the
Protestant minority in Quebec, shall also
be accorded to the Catholic minority in
the other provinces. Some weak-kneed,
pusillanimous Catholics may object that
circumstances stand in the way, that we
ought to temporize, to compromise, to
tolerate and so forth. We have had
enough of that invertebrate sort of
licy. What has it done for us? It
as caused us to be driven back for
years. We demand our rights and we
must have them.”
