Petrograd, Aug. 2.—The political crisis, which is still unsolved, 
is taking a new form owing to tin growing tendency of the country 
to divide into two sharply defined opposing" camps. In the .first camp 
are the educated, especially landed and industrial classes, led by 
members of the duraa and Moscow manufacturers, while the second 
is composed of Socialists of all shades of opinion.

The opposition between the moderate Socialists and the Bolshe- 
vlvl group, which reached its heigth during the July revolt, is de­
clining as a result of a fear by both camps that the dtiito&’s Indus­
trial movement aims at a reactionary counter revolution. The chief 
evidence of this division is an unofficial session of the tiumà, at 
wliich the moderate progressive party combined with the old reaction­
aries, led by Vladimir M. Furishkevich, vice-president of the Union 
of True Russians, in attacks on the Socialist and the Socialistic poli­
cy of tho cabinet, as influenced by the Councils of Workmen's and 
Soldiers'" and Peasants delegates. Paul M. Milukoff sharply assailed 
the councils for trying to dictate to the non-Socialist members of 
the cabinet in the manner in which they already dictate to the Social­
ist ministers.

British front in France and Bel­

gium, Aug. 2.—The British and 
French, and the Germans alike, along 
the front of the battle in Flanders 
still' held their positions late to-day 
in an iron grip of bogland, produced 
by the torrential rainstorm, which 
has been deluging the battle line 
from Tuesday evening until to-day, 
when it showed signs of moderating. 
Beyond artillery operations which 
are continuing with great Intensity, 
there is little activity with the ex­
ception of one or two points and tho 
French and British were jesting In 
consolidated and strongly organized 
positions commanding the territory 
which they captured from the Ger­
mans in the first few hours’ on­
slaught.

Copenhagen, Aug. 3.— German 
newspapers of Thursday morning 
contain no details of importance on 
the battle in Flanders beyond the of­
ficial reports. German war corres­
pondents are as yet observing the 
battle from a safe distance near 
Oharleville, several hundred kilo­
metres behind the front and endea­
vour to give the news from thd 
scanty material supplied by the mili­
tary censor.

FRENCH OFFICIAI.
Paris, Aug. 3—Troops of the

Detailed reports of Tuesday’s

Petrograd. Aug. 2—( Delayed ) — 
The provisional government has re­
fused to acknowledge Finland’s in­
dependence law and has instead is­
sued a manifesto dissolving the land­
tag and appointing a genefral elec­
tion on October 1, declaring that the 
government when the landtag meets 
will submit its own law regulating 
Russo-Flnnish relations..

The manifesto, which is signed by 
all ten ministers, expounds the pro­
visional government’s contention 
that Finland enjoys independence 
only within the limits defined by her 
constitution, the essential factor of 
which Is' the position of the emperor 
and grandduke, which has now pas­
sed to the provisional government. 
The independence law, the manifesto 
says,- not being submitted for Abe 
sanction of the provisional govern­
ment as the authority invested with 
the former grandduke's right of sanc­
tion is unconstitutional and further 
declares that the government can­
not “recognize the Finnish landtag's 
right arbitrarly to seize the freedom 
of will of the coming cpnstitutent 
assembly.”

The fate of Finland can be de­
cided only in agreement with the 
Russian people, the manifesto de­
clares.

The minister for Finland took the 
manifesto to Helsingfors and de­
livered It to Governor General Stak- 
ovich who read it to the Senate af­
ter which he made a friendly speech 
in which he said: ;

“This manifesto Is the most dem­
ocratic action yet performed by the 
revolutionary government for It mak­
es Finland’s people master ot thélr 
own destiny.”

The landtag is expected to decide 
Its course of action to-night." The 
Socialist majority threatens to, defy 
the manifesto and continue In ses­
sion.

Copenhagen, Aug. 3.—According 
to a published account of conversa­
tions in Dresden, Chancellor Mich- 
aelis said that while he was ready 
to accept any opportunity given him 
to secure an honorable peace, the 
requirement of the hour for Ger­
mans was to avoid any manifesta­
tions of nervousness and prove to 
their opponents that Germany's 
might was unweakened. Germany’s 
opponents, said Dr. Michaelis, had 
been greatly encouraged by the ex­
hibitions of nerves in the latest in­
ner crisis and by the .'German long­
ing for peace, 
brought no nearer, he said, by such 
things, adding that the government 
would continue its efforts for peace, 
but would avoid earlier mistakes.

Chancellor Michaelis intimated 
that the prospects for a speedy peace 
were not bright, but that unexpect­
ed developments might at any mo­
ment bring the question to a head 
and produce tangible results. He ap­
pealed for unity, and declared that 
the entire German pre'ss must back 
the government.

Czernowitz has been the scene of 
some of the most bitter fighting of 
the war and the Bukowina capital 
has changed from Teuton to Russ­
ian hands altogether ten times.

In November of that year the Russ­
ians again occupied the city and held 
it until February 1915. Ih the fol­
lowing month the Russians again re­
turned to the attack and after a ter­
rific battle stormed the capital and 
Austrians out.
