Brown was from the county of Wilt-
shire, in England, and they with their
eight é\]ildren left Haverfordwest about
thirty-two years ago, and came to Green-
wich, Kings Co., N. S., where they
bought Mr. John Pudsey’s farm. Here
their youngest child, Gwendolyn, was
born; and here also Mrs. Brown died
about ten years ago.

When the Great War called two of
his sons to offer themselves for the
defence of the Empire, Mr.. Brown
shared their enthusiasm, and, up-borne
by patriotism he watched them go—
his eldest son John who died at Ypres,
June 16, 1916, and Alban, who had
come back from the Canadian west to
enlist. After the war the latter returned
home with his Scottish bride and now
lives' near New Glasgow.

About six years ago, having sold bis
farm to Mrs. John Murphy, of Halifax,
Mr. Brown and his second wife (nee
Miss Emma Davis, of Kentville) re-
moved to Hantsport, N. S. Free from
the activities of farming and orcharding
the quiet pursuits of his old age were
characteristic: the reading of many
kinds of books, the committing of more
and more of Shakespeare to memory,
and the practice of amateur drawing
and painting. He never forgot a friend,
and until he became too weak to re-
ceive them his old neighbors always
met with a warm welcome in his new
home.

From the time that his illness became
very serious until his death he was
witf‘; his daughter in Dartmouth, N. S.,
whence his body was brought to Green-
wich; and here in the United church,
which he had joined years ago, the
funeral was held on Friday, Oct. 17, at
2.30 p.m. The service was attended by
a large number of friends from near
and far, and the fine address by the
pastor, Dr. D. B. Hemmeon, gave deep
gatisfaction to all.
