Vancouver, July 29.—The northern 
port of Prince Rupert is coming into 
its own after several years of depres­
sion. It is the centre of the halibut 
fishing trade, and hundreds of car­
load lots of that fine fish are shipped 
over the Grand Trunk Pacific every 
season. Several fishing companies have 
large storage plants there, and the 
supplies for the fishing crews -is sup­
plied by Prinre Rupert merchants. 
Hundreds of boats may be seen at j 

ork laying nets just outside of Prince 
Rupert harbor, and this is one of the 
interesting sights for tourists at this 
time of year. The tourist travel via the 
northern port is unusually heavy this 
year from the prairies. The Vancou- 
er Prince-Rupert-Skagway trip being 

the great inducement. The addition of 
big shipbuilding plant by utilizing 

the government dry dock is now a cer­
tainty, the «ompany having secured 
the contract for the construction of 
five 8,000 ton steel vessels. This will 
mean a very . considerable extension 
to the city’s payroll.

Prince Rj^ppert is also the shipping 
centre for aeroplane spruce. The 
finest spruce in the world for use in 
airships is to be found north of Queen 
Charlotte Sound and the Qfieen Char­
lotte Islands, and more particularly 
Graham Island, are the home of the 
finest grades. Several companies are 
at work getting out spruce for the Im­
perial Munitions Board, and several 
thousand men are employed- on this 

ork. On Cumshewa Inlet alone more 
than 12,000,000 feet of airplane spruce 
have been cut. The government scaler 
recently scaled one tree which had 
three logs in it. with a total of 40,000, 
feet of No. 1 spruce. The smallest log 
in this tree was eighty inches at the 
top end, while the butt of the largest 
log measured eleven feet four inches. 
There are seven camps on this inlet

Looking Over the Land.
Four of the five members of 1 the 

provincial land settlement board have 
gone north to make a thorough inspec­
tion of the Bulkeley and Neehago val­
leys along the Grand Trunk Pacific- 
The board has set aside 55,000 acres 

these two sections for immediate 
settlement, 16.000 in the Bulkeley and 
39,000 in the Neohako. This land will 
be offered to bona fide settlers at from 
$5 to $20 an acre. It is said to be very 
fertile land, with little clearing neces­
sary. The object of the commissioners 
in going north is to appraise the land, 
a great deal of which is held by absen­
tee speculators. The board will set a 
value which the government will pay 
these holders. Should the latter refuse 
to accept the offer, they will be com­
pelled by recent legislation to dévelop 
the land the same as genuine settler». 
The firm intention of the government 
is to insist that these large tracts shall 
be put under production as speedily as 
possible. British Columbia is still 
importer of large quantities of agricul­
tural products, and the government is 
anxious to get as much land as is eas­
ily cultivable put under the plough at 
an early date. When the Grand Trunk 
Pacific route was laid out. speculators- 
flocked in and bough1 large sections of 
land adjoining the right of way, which 
they still hold. They purchased their 
holdings for a song, with.the idea of 
holding until they could sell at a pro­
fit. Many of them held too long and 
are still holding. Until the price of 
acreage in the prairie provinces began 
to soar. Northern British Columbia 
could not compete in the race for new 
ettlers, with the result that the north 

has been slow in filling it up. Now 
there is evidence that not only North­
ern British Columbia, but also the 
Peace River Country, are attracting 
many settlers from across the Interna­
tional border. In both cases, clearing 
is easy, and transportation facilities

Harlson, Park. Newark, N. J.. July 
27.—Jack Dentpsey who claims Cali­
fornia as his residential state, won a 
surprisingly quick victory over Fred 
Fulton, the Rochester, Minn., heavy­
weight, in twenty-three seconds at 
the Harrison baseball park here this 
evening. Some of Dempsey’s friends 
who heard him say before the entered 
the ring that he "would knock out the 
big Rochester man in short order” 
thought Dempsey was over-confident 
but he made good almost as soon as 
the two men squared off.

Fulton towered over his opponent 
when Referee John P. Eckhardt of At­
lantic City was giving them final in­
structions. Fultoft’s face wore a cyn­
ical grin, while Dempsey scowled 
bit but looked the more confident of 
the pair.
■ The moment the bell called the men 
from their corners, Dempsey rushed 
at Fulton and took the big fellow by 
surprise landing a hard right swing 
under the heart and hooking his loft 
to the stomach. These blows made 
Fulton wince, and the bigger man 
was unable £o defend himself with 
Dempsey at such close quarters. Ful­
ton's long arms swung helplessly over 
Dempsey’s head, but Dempsey sent ifa 
two short arm body blows- Then 
Jack stepped back about a foot and 
hooked his left to the Rochester gi­
ant’s head and swung his right to the 
point of Fulton’s jaw. Tho big mn.n 
tottered and fell sideways to the 
floor,, his head resting on lus right 
arm which pinned down the lower 
rope of the three which encircled the 
ring. There was scarcely a sound 
from the big crowd of spectators 
when the referee began counting the 
seconds over the prostrate man. Ful­
ton tried ineffectually to raise his 
head and body with his right arm as 
a. lever, but as the count progressed 
his head fell back again almost over 
the side of the ring floor, There he 
lay until Eckhardt lolled the ten sec­
onds, after which Fulton’s seconds 
actually dragged their man to his cor-

Dempsoy in the meantime was eas­
ily the most composed man in the 
ring of the arena. He walked over to 
Fulton’s corner and took the big fel­
low by the hand. but*Fulton was too 
dazed to talk coherently and seeming­
ly was unable to realize what had hap­
pened In such a brief space of time.

The actual time that the' onesided 
fight lasted was twenty-three seconds 
and. Dempsey had won the right to 
the world’s heavyweight champion­
ship in case Jess Willard relinquished 
claim to the title, in exactly twenty- 
three seconds.

When Announcer Humphries was 
about to introduce the men to the 
spectators Dempsey, who was born at 
Man as sa, Colo., and became known to 
pugilism While living in Salt Lake 
City, requested the announcer to say 
that lie claimed California as his na­
tive state.

Dempsey turned the scales at 188 
pounds and Fulton was twenty pounds

Dempsey says he is going west 
next week to resume his tra.de at 
shipbuilding and will not fight in the 
ring until the war is ended. Moving 
pictures of the contest were taken 
and they will be presented to the 
government for the' amusement of the 
United States soldiers and sailors at 
home and abroad.

Willard Wants to Fight.
Laurence, Kansas, July 27.—"I’d like 

to fight Dempsey,” was the first com­
ment of Jess Willard, heavyweight 
champion, when lie learned the out­
come of the Dempeey-Fulton fight at 
Newark tonight. “I am not surpris­
ed at the result,” he continued. "All 
you have to do Is to hit Fulton to have 
him down.”

Willard declared his belief that 
there would be no moro major boxing 
until after the war.

“Dempsey has a rough road be­
tween him and the championship,” 
serted Willard. "He Is not going to 
win the championship in twenty- 
three seconds, nor in an hour and 
twenty-throe seconds."

'Just as soon as the war is over 
I am going to take on Dempsey or 
any otlior claimant. I have not retired 
from the ring and I have no intention 
of doing anything of the sort.”

SUBS BÏ AIRSHIP

A Sea Sport Indulged in by the 
British Fliers Which Has 

Become Popular,

London. July 29.—(British Wireless 
Service)—A sen sport which has arls- 
en out of the war—hunting German 
submarines by airship—Is described 
in the London Times. The yriter’a 
story concludes with telling how the 
crew of the U-boat apparently prefer­
red death to being captured.

One of tho crow of an airchip spot­
ted a submarine lying on the hod of 
the ocean in fairly shallow water;

"The wireless sparked," reads the 
account in tho Times, "and soon away 
on the horizon there appeared a lit­
tle destroyer, followed far astern by 
four squat trawlers, all racing toward 
tho spot above which the airship 
cruised around.

“The destroyer came up first, of 
course, and it was not long before, 
guided by wirless Instructions, her 
guns were trained in readiness to 
greet the unsuspecting U-boat should 
it bob to the curfaco. It seemed agoa 
to the impatient crow before the 
trawlers arrived, but things* moved 
rapidly once they vzere at the scone 
of action, for they know their job of 
old.

"Working in pairs they aopronched 
their victim from opposite directions, 
steaming toward each other. Be­
tween each pair a strong "sweep” 
was stretched and allowed to hang in 
a huge loon that it might traverse tho 
seabed. The vessels met and crossed 
each other’s tracks immediately 
above the doomed craft. The ‘sweeps’ 
of either jmir engaged tho U-boat fore 
and aft simultaneously and held her 
in a gigantic cradle.

“Thus far the German boat had 
shown no signs of alarm although 
those with hor must have heard tho 
churning of tho trawlers’ screws. Now 
she suddenly seemed to awake- to the 
menace that threatened her." The ar­
ticle goes on to describe the fate of 
the submarine. “She wriggled and 
squirmed about in a frantic endeavor 
to escape but it was useless. Not a 
loophole was there to be found, and 
at length, realizing the helplessness 
of her plight, she ceased to struggle 
This fact was duly wirelessed by 
those on board the airship to the de­
stroyer below. Trapped securely, the 
en cm yvessel could still rise to the 
surface did she so desire and. to give 
hor_ an opportunity to do so, the Brit­
ish craft now waited for several min­
utes. She preferred to lie still ; and 
so, at a flhged signal from the de- 
'troyor, the starboard foremost trawl­
er and the port aft one attached a tin 
of high explosives to each of the 
‘cradle wires’ and allowed it to slide 
downwards until it rested upon the 
U-boat’s hull. Then those in the air­
ship flagged a signal and upon the

Great Wealth and Prosperity\ "

The Halifax Yards, Now Under Construction, Will Employ Oven 
3,000 Men, Attract New Industries, and Make North 

End Veritable Human Hive of Industry,

Halifax, July 28.—The 014 Oarrieon 
City by the Sea is soon to lose Its 
traditional sobriquet and to advance 
by leaps and bounds Into one of the 
liveliest, busiest and most up-to-date 
cities in Canada. Already it is being 
regarded as the City of Great Promise, 
industrially and commercially. And 

this change in outlook and promise 
is due to the fact that at the north 
end of the city of Halifax and the de­
vastated section, known before the 
great disaster last December, as Rich­
mond, is at this moment an immense 
human bee-hive of industry.

The new, gigantic shipyards, which, 
when completed, will employ between 
3,000 and 4,000 men. and the Initial 
work, which began this week, will 
cause the great change. Already the 
Bedford Construction Co., Ltd., general 
contractors, have a full complement 
of contractors’ plant, steam shovels, 
engines, cars, compressors, and 300 
men at work excavating for the new 
three immense building berths in 
wh'ch any vessel from a 100-tontier to 
an ocean liner or battle cruiser can 
be built. The excavating contrac­
tors expect soon to have at least 600

en on the job, In order to hurry the 
building berths to completion.

The Bedford Construction Company 
are doing the excavating for the Hali­
fax Shipyards Company, Ltd., and Mr, 
Pagano, of Cavicchi and Pagano, who 
rae the first named firm of contrac­
tors, enthusiastically expressed his 
view of -what the gigantic shipyards, 
which, when completed, will extend 
from the foot of Russell street to 
Campbell road, will mean to the prov 
ince of Nova» Scotia as well as to* the 
city of Halifax.

“For Halifax and the province,” said 
Mr. Pagano to a representative, '"the 
great, modern shipyards will even­
tuate, first of all, in an increase of 
population from 10.000 to 16,000. The 
shipyards, moreover, will improve Hal­
ifax industrially in a score of ways, 
and commercially also. New industries 
will inevitably spring up, commercial 
enterprises *8f long standing will 
smarten up and expand, and new en­
terprises of all sorts will come to the 
city. Further, there will be a notable 
increase in transportation traffic, call 
of port arrivals and circulation of 
money. In short, during construction 
and, of course, after completion, the 
shipyards will put Halifax; and that 
means Nova Scotia too, in the very 
forefront of progress amongst the 
eastern provinces ”

They seem to enjoy It. Every hospi­
tal is plainly marked—hs plainly as 
the Llandovery Castle or any other 
hospital ship that has been sent to 
the bottom by German torpedoes. No 
aviator can possibly mistake such a 
hospital for a building of military 
character. Kultur is known by its 
fruits ; the vengeful, the deliberate, 
the repeated slaying of wonuded men 
and those who tend them being. not 
the . least bitter and repugnant.

To the north, on the property 
Ox* the old Sugar Refinery, were the 
the three hundred men of the Bedford 
Construction Company, with their 
equipment of railway contractors’ 
machinery atid implements, working 
away at top notch speed on the exca­
vations for the three building berths 
and on the grading for the repair 
shops.

To the south, team after team was 
constantly arriving at the dockyard, 
loaded heavily with the latest improv­
ed machinery for the new machine 
shop. In the dockyard, Itself, gangs 
Of men were coming and going, cross­
ing and criss-crossing from one point 
to another, carrying boxes of small 
machinery and parts for the new 
machine shops, cranes were swlning 
and groaning under their tremendous 
burdens, of beams, stanchions, great 
lathes, 'and other heavy machinery. 
Scores of men In the blacksmith and 
iron workers’ shops were making an 
unholy din of hammer and sledge.

Other gangs were speeding up the 
repair work in the great repair berth 
where lay Ihe largest ship—a 14,000 
tonner—that was ever placed in the 
dock, while across the way the large 
Prince Edward Island ice breaking 
ferry steel steamer, was being put into 
sailing shape by gangs rushing the 
work for immediate sailing for home 
waters. All these made another three 
hundred busy artisans and laborers, 
and they together with the three hun­
dred excavators at work on the build­
ing berths, made a total of six hun­
dred men, not counting others in sup­
plementary tasks, going at top speed 
and compelling the wheels of mech­
anical lndudstry to whirl and whir at 
a rapid and raucous rate.

The Halifax Shipyards Company has 
a large and heavy --ontract on hand. 
Along the front, beginning at Campbell 
road, an adamantine retaining wall 
will be built. Then the railroad track 
«will be shifted back close to the re­
taining wall in order to make room for 
the new shipyards’ workshops, which

will Include a general office and draw* 
ing room, platers' shops and moulding 
loft, coppersmiths’ and plumbers' 
shops, sailmakers’ and riggers’ shopff 
and sevafal other departments. All 
these will face the shifted railroad 
tracks, so as to make the unloading of 
all freight for the shipyards easy and 
expeditious. ]

The Immediate task in hand, how­
ever, outside of the excavating is the 
construction of the fféw machine shop.
The old machine shop having been 
destroyed by the great explosion, th4 
crying need now of the dry dock is a** 
new machine shop, splendidly equip­
ped with the most modern and up-to- 
date machinery, in ordér to expedite 
the overwhelming amount of repair 
work being required on the increasing 
transport and other shipping trade 
created by the war. Most of the mach­
inery has arrived and is waiting to be 
installed as soon as the floors of the 
new shop are laid. The new shop will 
be constructed of reinforced concrete)1 
and will be in size 250 feet by 100. 
feet. The work of construction là 
being rushed and the shop will be 
completed within sixty days. It should 
be noted that a considerable number 
of skilled machinists will bs employed,' 
which will result in a big demand fof 
all local machinists who are available 
and who are expert at their work. The 
company intends to pay the b^sl 
wages, and, as Assistant Manager 
Turnbull said, "We will expect in re­
turn good work and the best results.”

Ships will be built In the three 
berths tor which the Bedford Con­
struction Company are excavating and 
grading, and will be launched across 
the harbor. At present, nothing new 
la being done in the old dry dock, ex­
cept the construction work on the 
new machine shop. All time and work 
are being used to keep up the maxi- 
mu raspeed, so great is the exiginciee, 
on the repair work. This will continue 
for several'months. The gigantic task 
of completing the new shipyards 'will 
require some time, but the company, 
while pushing the construction of the 
shipyards, will also carry on all urgent 
work in connection with transport and. •'v 
oversea enterprise. On both sides, 
new construction and urgent repair 
work, there will be no let up. So that 
the shipyards and dry dock at present 
are a very busy hive of Industry. But 
as soon as the great undertaking is 
completed, and the whole shipyards 
and dry dock are going the limit, there 
will be between 3,000 und 4,000 men 
on the company’s pay roll, exclusive| 
of those in the repair department 

Shipbuilders In quantity will be re-, 
quired. . Where are these to come 
fi'om? It was in answer to this ques­
tion that Mr. A. Shearer, General Man­
ager of the Halifax Shipyards Com­
pany, handed thé Nova Scotia ship­
builders a compliment and incidentally! 
threw in a few remarks, all to tho 
point, about the crying need that exists, 
in Nova Scotia for evening classed “ 
to naval architecture and in marine ■ 
and electrical engineering. Mr. Shear* 
er Is an engineer of world-wide exi 
perience and frankly spoke his mind.
