Pius X., Pope, Venerable Brothers, 
Si-latetU-i -nd Benediction :
At a time of great trouble and 

difficulty our lftllenees has been 
raised by the inscrutable designs of 
Divine Providence to the office of 
Snpreme Pastor of the entire flock 
of Christ. Ling has the enemy 
been prowling round the fold, 
attacking it with snob subtle cun­
ning, that now more than ever 
seems to be verified the prediction 
made by the Apostle to the elders 
of the Church of Ephesus: “I 
know that ravening wolves will 
enter in among you not sparing the 
flick.” (Acts xx., 29) Those 
who still cherish zeal for the glory 
of God are seeking out the causes of 
this" religions decadence. While 
differing in their conclusions they 
point out, each according to his own 
views, different ways for protecting 
and restoring the Kingdom of God 
m earth. But to us, venerable 
brothers, it seems that while other 
reasons may play their part we 
must agree with those who hold 
that the main cause of the present 
lassitude and torpor, as well as of 
the very serious evils that flow from 
it, is to be found in the prevailing 
gnoranoe about divine things. 

This fully bears out what God 
himself affirmed through the 
Prophet Osee : 11 And there is no 
knowledge of God in the land. 
Cursing and lying and killing, and 
theft and adultery have overflowed, 
and blood hath touched blood. 
Therefore shall the earth mourn, 
and every one that dwelleth in it 
shall languish.” (Osee iv., 1 foil.)

It is a common lament, only too 
well founded, that among Christians 
there are large numbers who live in 
utter ignorance of the truths neoes 
sary for salvation. And when we 
say among Christians we mean not 
only the masses and those in the 
lower walks of life, who are some 
times not to blame owing to the 
inhumanity of hard taskmasters 
whose demand leave them little 
time to think of themselves and 
their own interests. We include, 
and indeed more especially, a l 
thosu, who, while endowed with a 
certain amount of talent and culture

all unoleanneee or oovetousnees, let 
it not be so much as named among 
yon, as beoometh saints, or obscenity 
or foolish talking.,’ (Epb. v., 3-4) 
St. Paul bases this holiness and the 
modesty that curbs the passions on 
supernatural wisdom : “See there­
fore, brethern, how you walk 
circumspectly not as unwise, but as 
wise, redeeming the time for the 
days are evil. Wherefore become 
not unwise ; but understanding 
what is the will of God." 
(Ibid, 15, 16.) The Apostle bad 
good reason for speaking in this 
way ; for the human will has 
retained but little of that love of 
what is honest and just which God 
the Creator infused into it and 
which drew it, *so to speak, toward 
the real ant >ot merely apparent 
good. Depraved as it has become 
by the corruption of the first sin, 
and almost forgetful of God its 
author, its affaotions are almost 
entirely turned to vanity and lying. 
This erring will, blinded by per 
verse passions, has need therefore 
of a guide to point out the way and 
lead it back to the paths of justice 
so unhappily abandoned. This 
guide, not selected at random but 
designated especially by nature, is 
no other than the intellect. Bat if 
the intellect be itself lacking in 
true light, that is, in the knowledge 
of divine things it will ba the blind 
leading the blind and both will fall 
into the ditch. Holy David, prais­
ing God for the light of truth which 
s flashed from Him upon oar minds, 

said: “The light of thy connten- 
anoe, O Lord, is signed upon fis.’" 
(Ps. iv., 7.) And he desoribad the 
effect of this light when he added : 
“Thou hast given gladness in my 
heart”—the gladness that Alls the 
heart to make it run in the way of 
the divine oommandmants.

want of faith is added to oorrup ion, 
as a result of ignoranor, the evil 
hardly admits of remedy, and tho 
road to eternal ruin lies open.

Such, then, are the unbaj py 
consequences of ignorance in matins 
of religion ; such, too, are In 
necessity and utility of religion i 
instruction. Vain, indeed, woulJ it 
be to expect one to perform Lha 
duties oi a Christian who does not 
know them. It remains, then, to 
inquire whose duty it is toelimina o 
this ignorance from the minds of 
the people, and to impart to them a 
knowledge that is so necessary. 
And here, venerable brothers, there 
is no room for doubt, for this most 
important duty is incumbent upon 
all who are pastors of souls. Ü i 
them, by command of Christ, rests 
the obligation of knowing and 
feeding the flocks entrusted to them. 
To feed implies first of all to tench. 
“ I will give you, ” God promised 
through Jeremiah, “ pastors after 
My own heart, and they will feed 
you with knowledge and doctrine.” 
(Jer. iii., 15.) Hence the Apostle 
St. Paul said: “Christ sent me 
not to baptise, but to preach tho 
gospel” (I. Cor. i , 17,) thus
indicating that the first offiae of all 
those who are intrusted to some 
extent with the government of the 
Church is to instruct the faithful.

We indeed do not mean to eay 
that a knowledge of religion may 
not be j lined with a perverse will 
and unbridled conduct. Would to 
God that facts did not too abund­
antly prove the contrary. What 
we do maintain is that the will can­
not be upright nor the conduct good 
si long as tho intellect is the slave 
of crass ignorance. A man using 
his eyes may certainly turn aside 
from the right path, but the one 
who has become blind is certain to 
walk into the mouth of danger. 
Besides there is always some hope 
for the reform of perverted morality 
so long as the light of faith is not 
wholly extinguished; whereas, if

For our prêtent purpose it will 
be better to dwell on a single point 
and to insist on it, viz., that for a 
priest there is no duty more grave 
or obligation more binding than this 
one. Who will deny that know­
ledge ahonld be joined with holineee 
of life in every priest? “For tbo 
lips of the priest shall keep know­
ledge." Mai. ii., 7.) The Church 
does, in' fact, require it most 
rigorously in those who are to ba 
raised to the sacredotal ministry. 
Why ? The answer is because from 
them the Christian people expect to 
learn, and it is for that end that 
they are sent by God, “ and they 
shall seek the law at his mouth, for 
he is the angel of the Lord of Hosts." 
(Ibid.) Thus the bishop, in 
ordaining, addressing the candidates 
for orders, says to them: “Lit. 
your spiritual doolrine be aa 
medicine for the people of God ; let 
them be prudent co-operators of our 
order, in order that, meditating day 
and night on His law, they may 
believe what they shall read, and 
teach what they shall believe." 
(Pont., Rome.j If what wo have 
just said ia applicable to all priests, 
with what greater force does it 
apply to those who possess the title 
and the authority of parish priests, 
and who, by virtue of their rank, 
and in a sense by virtue of contract, 
hold the office of ruling souls? 
These, to a certain extent, are to ba 
numbered among the pastors and 
doctors designated by Christ in 
order that the faithful may no 
longer be as children tossed to and 
fro, and carried about by every 
wind of doctrine by the -wickedness 
of men, but that “ doing tho truth in 
charity they may in all things grow 
up in Him who is the head, even 
Christ,” (Eph. iv., 14, 15.)

Hence tho sacred Connoil -of 
Trent, treating of the -pastors of 
souls, lays down as their first and 
chief duty tho instruction of the 
faithful. It prescribes that they 
must speak to the people on the 
truths of religion on Sundays and 
the more solemn feast», and do so 
either daily or at leas’ three times a 
week during the holy seasons of 
Aivent and Lent. Nor is it con— 
tent with this, for1 it adds that 
parish priests are bound, either by 
themselves or through others, <0 
•ipstruot the young, at least on San. 
days and feast days, in the prin­
ciples of faith and in obedience to 
God and their parents. (Sees,5, ch, 
2 de ref; Sees. 22, oh. 8; Sees. 24, 
oh. 4 and 7 de ref.) And when 
the sanramonts are to be administer­
ed it enjoins upon them the duty of 
explaining in the vernacular lh<ir 
efficacy to those who are about to 
receive them.
