IIISTORY OF A TRULY LOYAL RE-

BELLION.,

The message sent by the King of France to

Prince John of England, when Caurde Lion re-

gmnrd his liberty—"* that the Devil had broken

The do-
ings of Archdecciver inp most parts of Europe have
by this tinie beeome pretty much s matter of
course ; but at length, in Canada, the Devil has
broke loose in & fashion gnite unprecedented on
this side of the Atlantic. In the Old World re-
bellions are made by rebels ; revolutions by revo-
lutionists ; anarchy by anaichists ; ‘burning by
the lovers of plunder ; dis-order, in a word, by
the enemies of order; and the haters of govern-
ment, rale, law, restraint, and wholesome sub-
ordination, are the persons to rise againet gov-
ernment: to violate rule, to break laws; to
throw off restraint, and 'to trample every vestige
of eubordination : under foot. This is the way
the old world—tame, prosaic, and commonplace
even in ife crimes and ite Jolllen—mntannges the
businces of outrage.

We shall try to gratily his curi-
osity in the best way we are able,
Immedintely after the rebellion the question of
indesunifying the sufferers was mooted by the
loyaliets in the Upper Provinee, nnd an Act paes-
ed on the subject, but nothing eficctual was done
till after the Union. In 1841 a new Act was
paesed, in which on the motion of Mr. Baldwin,
—now Attorney General for Canada—it was de~
termined that a compeoeation should be made for
all losscs sustained by the inhabitants of or resi-
dents in Upper Canada in consequence of tha
rebellion, whether those losses were oceasioned
by the relwls or the military, or the loyalists.
opposition was offered by the Tory Ministers of
the day to this amendment, which was wnani-
mously adopted. In 1841, however, no provis-
ions were made for raieing the fund out of which
the compensation should come.
In 1543 the question was again mooted. It
was proposed to make the compensation for 1/p-
per Canada a charge on tha Coneclidated Fund :
but members of the party now in power success-
fully resisted the attempt on the express pround
that if this were done for-Upper Canada, Lower
Canada loszes must be dealt with in thé same
manner. In 1844-5—the patrons of the Parlia-
