During the
operation of a single day this divis-
fon, by its dash and quick fighting,
took 4,200 prisonsérs, 70 cannon and
more than a thousand machine guns
and great quantities of war material.
The total ¢asualty list of thiz division
was only 800. This is regarded by
the British Army as the greatest feat
ever performed by a British division.
As the Germans retreat in the Armen-
tieres sector they are applying the
torch wherever they have the time,
and their retreat is marked by great
explosions as ammunition “stores are
destroyed. It is known that the Gere
mans are becoming so short of am-
munition that many of the higher of-
ficers_are all alarmed, but the retreat
and the destruction of dumps has beén
absolutely neécessitated.

KAZAN CAPTURED BY SLOVAES.

STOCKHOLM, Oc¢t. 8.

(By A. P.)—Petrograd despatchas
of September 30th, printed in to-
day’s Demokraten anncuncé that the
Czecho-Slovaks captured K a z a n,
which the Bolsehvik reported a fort-
night ago that théy had taken, and
show that the Lettish troops fighting
for the Bolsheévik are abandoning the
Red cause.

GREAT NAVAL FEAT.

ROME, Oct. 8.

British, American and Italian war-
ships have destroyed the, Austrian
naval base at Durazzo, und the war-
ships anchored there, according to an
announcement made by Premier Or-
lando. The atta¢k occurred dat aoon
on Wednesday when Italian and Brit-
{sh cruisers protected by Italian and
Allied torpedo boats and Amerizan
submarines, succeeded in making their
way through mine flelds, and avoid-
ing attacks by submarines, got into
Durazzo Harbor. An intense bom-
bardment followed until the base and
the Austrian ships anchored there
were completely destroyed. Itallan
sallors in the teeth of & hot
enemy fire torpedoed an Austrian de-
stroyer and a Steamer. Another vés-
gel which was recognized as a hospital
ship was allowed to withdraw. Brit-
ish and Italian airplanes co-operated
in the work and other Italian and Al-
lied warships were drawn up in order
of battle, outside of the - harbor, to
deal with any enemy warship ¢om-
ing up«to the assistance of the port.
No losses or damage were suffered by
the Allied squadrons, except a slight
injury to a British cruiser by a tor-
pedo from an enemy submarine.
