He 
briefly explained the objects of the So­
ciety to be the assisting of emigrants 
from the old country to this, and afford» 
ing them advice and assistance when 
they came amongst us. He mentioned 
tire cost of passage money from Liver­
pool to Quebec as being 531.50—the Do­
minion Government gives a rebate of 810 
anil the Ontario Government 80, (after » 
residence of three months,) which enables 
an emigrant to cross the ocean for the 
small sum of 815,50. Persons remitting 
$21.60, through the agent of the Society, 
may have a Mend’s passage paid from 
Liverpool to 1 Guelph. Through the 
agency of these Societies emigrants reach 
our shores at lees* than half the usual 
price charged. He referred to the fact 
that a bill was being introduced into the 
Ontario Assembly for the purpose of giv­
ing Emigration Societies certain neces­
sary powers whereby they may become 
of more permanent advantage to the 
Country.

The Chairman then called upon Mr. 
Donaldson, who said that the object of 
the meeting was for the purpose of ar­
ranging for the demand of agricultural 
and other laborers. He believed that 
men going to the neighborhood from 
which they came in the old country .would 
do more to make known the wants of 
Canada, and induce able-bodied men to 
emigrate, than was being done by many 
of the agents at home. He did not 
think that the supply of emigrants would 
be equal to the demand. There will be 
a very large number of men required in 
the construction of our public works, in 
the shape of railways, canals, <kc. He 
spoke of the people who emigrated lo 
Canada years ago, and who had not only 
done well fyr themselves but had sent 
money to friends to bring them out.

Mr. Stirton was sorry that the inèéting 
was so small. Not one of our represen­
tative men were present, excepting the 
Mayor. He thought some of the Coun­
cillors might have found time to be pre­
sent and talk over this important matter. . 
Canada is a fine country, and he was 
sorry to think that the people of the old 
country wire so ignorant of the fact.: 
He referred to the article published in. 
the London Tunis, which, hoped that 
Canada would set up house for herself. 
That article had the effect of provoking 
discussion, and Canada was now better 
known throughout England than ever be­
fore. He referred to the appointment of 
incompetent men os emigration agents— 
we want men who have fought the battles 
of Canada, and who are able to tell the 
emigrant what he may expect when he 
comes to Canada. He had no hesitation
