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CRESGEUS IS KING

Great Horse Won the $20,000 Purse in
Race With The Abbot.

Champion Towns Defeated by Sullivan and Pearce in
the Rowing Race at Rat Portage---Great
Baseball Game.

Towns came
nan was fourth, half a length behind
Towns. Time, 9:41. The weather was
chilly and cloudy, with a raw east
wind, but notwithstanding this many
people lined the river bank and crowd-
ed into the rowing club inclesure to
see what promised to be one of the
best races ever rowed here. The re-
sult was a complete surprise, Sullivan,
who had been considered a rank out-
sider, finishing first, half a length ahead
of Pearce, with Towns a length behind
Pearce, and Durnan last, just about
three-quarters of a length behind
Towns. Time, 9:41. The east wind
gave Durnan the shelter of the $t. Bon-
iface shore—a fact of which he took
full advantage. Durnan caught a little
of the breeze, while Pearce and Sulli-
van got the benefit of it, which made
the result all the more surprising. The
men were heartily applauded as they
got into the boats, and pulied over to
the starting stakes. There was a little
difficulty in starting, two false starts
being made. When the gun was fired,
Durnan and Pearce caught the water
together, but Suliivan was backing
down to his stake, and the others got
a clear three lengths on him. He and
Towns started about on the same
terms, but Towns got up to the bunch
before they had gone a hundred yards,
and he and Durnan stayed with each
other all the way through. Pearce, how-
ever started to siash them in when
Towns got up and pulled away about
two lengths. At the turn around the
three-cvarters buoy Pearce and Durnan
turned first, but Towns made a bad
guess at his buoy, and had to make a
detour to get around his stake. Sulli-
van turned about ten strokes behind.
They all crowded into the St. Boniface
bank on the way home, Pearce pulling
into Durnan’s water, about two lengths
ahead of him, Durnan getting the full
effects of his back-wash. Towns was
taking it apparently very comfortably
a quarter of a length ahead of Dur-
nan. Sullivan, who was in the center, in
rough water, started to hit up about
half-way heme and pulled up on even
terms with Pearce. When about a
hundred vards from the finish, he man-
aged to get his boat just about half a
length ahead of Pearce, which gap was
lessened to a quarter of a length, just
before they crossed the line. There is
no doubt in anybedy’s mind that Towns
could have won out, with even
more than the three seconds’ han-
dicap placed on him, if he had
tried himself, but he was appar-
ently too intent on watching Durnan
to take heed of the lead the others
had. Pearce finished quite fresh, but
Sullivan had got about all he could
stand. When Durnan got up to the
dressing room, it was very evident he
was not in the best of condition. His
stomach had gone bhack on him, and
he was very sick for a little while. He
had put up a game race throughout,
and qot quite an ovation when he
reached the float. Sullivan was ap-
parently as much surprised as anyone
at the result, but accounted for it by
the fact that he was the best in rough
water, FEach of the trio have now won
a race and can go home satisfied.
YACHTING.
York, Sept 23.—Next Thurs-
day is the date set for the final race
of the 1901 series for the Amgerica's
cup, and after two postponements it
seems that this will probably be final.

One branch of the case was
settled, and the companies holding
about $70,000 paid up to Father Bro-
phyv.

The North American Life, with $6,0060
to pay. and the Royal Victoria, with a
like sum, decided to fight, and now the
court of appeal has ordered that the
policies be canceied, on the companies
returning to Brophy the premiums paid
{t by him. This decision is in conform-
ity with the law that forbids one man
from insuring the life of another, and
thus having an interest in his death.

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PHYSICIANS AGREED

Statement Issued by Men Who Attended the
Presgident.

Washington, Sept. 23.—Five of the
physicians who attended President Mc-
Kinley met in Buffalo and issued the
foilowing statement:

“The undersigned surgeons and phy-
sicians, who were in attendance on the
late President McKinley, have nad their
attention called to certain sensational
statements recently published in the
daily papers, and particularly in one
New York paper, indicating dissenhsion
and mutual recrimination among thiem.

“We desire to say to the press anad
the public, once for all, that every such
publicatien and allezed interview with
any of use containing criticism of one
another or of any of eur associates, is
false and is nothing but scandalmon-
gering. We say again that there was
never a serious disagreement among
the professional attendants as to any
of the symptoms or as to treatment of
the case, or as to the bulletins which
were issued. A very unusual harmony
of opinion and of action prevailed all
through the case. The unfertunate re-
sult could not have been foreseen he-
fore the unfavorable symptoms declar-
ed themselves late on the sixth aay,
and could not have been presented by
any human agency.

“Pending the compietion and publi-
cation of the official reports of the nost-
mortem examiners and of the attend-
ing staff we shall refuse tc make any
further statements fer publication, and
alleged interviews with any of us may
be known to be fictitious.
