Halifax, N. S., Dec. 30.—The first 

steel was made in Sydney to-night.

No. 10, at the works of the Dominion 
Iron and Steel Company, was lighted 
in the presence of a number of offi­
cials of the company, and the first 
cast of fifty tons was a decided sue- 
cess.

Tiffin, O., Dec. 30.—Four men may 

die as the result of collision between 
freight trains on the Pennsylvania 
road near here to-day. Engineer 
Keister and O. J. Chadwick, operator 
at Warsaw Junction, were buried 
under debris and were not rescued 
for hours. Both were badly injured 
and nearly frozen. Fireman Bell and 
Brakeman Cosgrove were thrown 100 
feet into a cornfield and will prob­
ably die.

HERR KNOOP MUST GO.
Caracas, Dec. 30. — The Venezuelan 

Government has sent a request to 
Berlin that Herr Knoop, manager of 
the German railway, be discharged. 
It is believed that Manager Knoop 
will be expelled. The Official Gazette 
published to-day contains a resolution 
of the Venezuelan Government setting 
forth that Herr Knoop is unfit any 
longer to deal with the Government, 
as he is an accomplice in the present 
revolution and must be discharged. 
The resolution further says Herr Knoop 
will probably be expelled from Vene- 
zuela.. Traffic over the German rail­
way continues to be suspended. It 
can be said upon excellent authority 
that Germany’s contemplated naval 
demonstration against certain Vene­
zuelan ports will be postponed until 
the termination of the present révolu 
tion against President Castro.

stated that this was always the season 
of the year that fault was to be found 
with the outgoing Council. Probably 
they often deserved to have fault found. 
He had had nineteen years’ experience 
in the Council Chamber, and so far as 
he knew, he had nothing against the 
present ‘Council excepting the vote They 
nad taken on the London & Pott Stanley 
road He threw everything else over- 
board. Mr. O'Meara then entered into 
a discussion of the question. The road 
had been built as a protection to the city 
and had paid for itself three times over. 
He was surprised to hear business men 
say that they were interviewed by the 
City Council and were not prepared to 
give an opinion on it. Before thirty years 
have expired they will be here giving r< a- 
sons.

Mr. Pocock was the only candidate for 
Water Commissioners to address the meet­
ing. He appeared before the people, not 
seeking the office. Last year he stated 
he was fairly elected, and the people 
knew how he was beaten out of it. The 
mayor was judge of it. He (the speaker) 
had the ballots here to-night. To-day 
at the nomination Mr. Kingston gave 
rules regarding the nominations. Between 
ten and eleven o’clock two names were 
presented. At the time the nominations 
were being closed Major Little's name was 
brought forward, and the city clerk re-i 
opened The nominations. He contended 
that Mr. Kingston did not hold the 
unique position that he could stand there 
and open the nominations after declaring 
them closed. Mr. Pocock believed that 
if he wanted to go into the waterworks 
he could point out many irregularities in 
this office.

A'd. Ceope: was the first aldermani 
candidate to speak. It was now the 
seventh time that he appeared before 
the electors asking their support. He 
hail tried to do the best he could for 
the citizens of London. There was no 
man but would .make mistakes. He 
referred to the Port Stanley lease as 
being the most important question 
during the year. He hoped that all 
might live to say that Beattie and 
Cooper had voted wrong. Last year 
he opposed it; this year he did the 
same. When a lease had thirteen years 
to run he did not think that they had 
any right ,to extend it. He did not 
blame the Walkers. Street railways, 
G. T. R. and all other large concerns 
were out to make the'best they could. 
Aid. Cooper strongly urged every citi­
zen to take the morning Free Press 
and read the report of the council's 
proceedings on the previous night. 
He said that he believed the citizens 
still had a chance to stop the lease 
yet. They had still a grip to stop it. 
It required to go before they Dominion 
House.

A voice—"Tell us something about 
the circus."

Aid. Cooper stated that he thought 
that was one thing in which he had 
done wrong. He then recounted the 
whole proceedings—how the agent had 
met the Mayor and other members of 
the council and induced them to make 
the reduction.

A voice—“What about the free tic­
kets ?”

Aid. Cooper stated that he had se­
cured- these before the agent inter­
viewed him, as he had bills in his win­
dow.

Mr. McRae, the last speaker, be­
lieved that last year he was defeated 
unfairly by a combination of Grits 
and Tories and stuffed ballots. He was 
in the field once more, and again would 
ask their support. Regarding the cir­
cus matter, Mr. McRae stated that be 
sympathized very ; much with those 
men who were connected with it. A 
circus was one of the most tempting 
things in the world. He knew that 
there was no other means by which 
these men could have been entrapped.

irresponsible to the people. Mr. Bartram 
recounted how lie had brought the mayor 
up in the police court, and how the magis- 
trate had refused to give him a summons. 
Did we call this a free country? The 
speaker referred to his action taken 
against the city oue year ago relating to 
the rime limit of nominating candidates. 
His opinion was that we had no lawyers 
and the judges gave them no law. Re­
ferring to the school question. Mr. Bartram 
said that the people who had caused the 
litigation between the Council and the 
School Board should be forced to put their 
hands in their own pockets and pay the 
cost. During the last four or five years 
there was not a job in the city but what 
Aids. Parnell and Winnett were mixed up 
iu it. The railway steal and the sewer 
system. They advocated a system that 
was not applicable to this City. They 
told the citizens that they must build the 
sewer because the law compelled them 
to do it. They knew that the law did 
not compel the work. These were but a 
few instances to show that the city 
wanted a change and a decided one.

lu rising Ald. Parnell stated that he 
desired to thank the mover and seconder 
of this morning. During this campaign 
he had decided to leave all personalities 
alone, and to refer merely to the issues 
before the day. Aid. Parnell explained 
the position he had taken on the exten­
sion of the L. E. & D. R. R. lease, stat­
ing that it was the best .bargain that the 
city could make. He was going to discass 
matters which, if they didn’t believe, 
they could vote against him. He pro- 
posed to give the people Ms record in the 
Counel Chamber since 1892. During that 
time questions that required the gravest 
consideration had been dealt with. In 
1893 he had the honor to be the Chairman 
of the Finance Committee and dealt with 
the Bell Telephone question. In 1896 and 
1897 he was chairman of the Board of 
Works, when they had a lot of sidewalks 
to construct. He then believed, as he 
believed now. that it was a false and 
wrong expenditure of money, and in those 
two years he had repeatedly., advocated 
that they apply their energies to securing 
a more permanent form of walks. He 
was al>le to say that to-day they enjoyed 
concrete walks that equalled any in the 
Dominion of Canada. He had also ad­
vocated permanent roadways. He con- 
tended for the permanent and not the 
shoddy. He had also been chairman of 
No. 3 Committee, and that recalled the 
fight for municipal ownership. He be­
lieved then, as he believed ow, that ail 
public monopolies, such as street railways, 
ought to be operated by the city for the 
city. He was chairman of the sewer con­
struction committee for two years, and 
he challenged any man to point his finger 
at one bit of corruption. He believed 
to-day. and it was the consensus of 
opinion, that we had one of the best 
sewer systems in the (Dominion. They 
had $20.1,000 to start with, and on the 
completion of the work had a surplus of 
$71,000. He was chairman of the Fair 
Board, and could any gentleman say that 
ther was any smell of corruption there? 
Ahl. Parnell desired to say something 
about the high rate of taxation.

A voice—Tell ns about the circus.
Alii. Parnell agreed That the taxes of 

the city were rather high. He wanted 
to say that the gentleman who charged 
that the Council for the last two years 
was responsible for ft was very much 
mistaken. They had to go back further. 
The speaker was about to make some 
reference to the Water Commissioners, 
when a voice from the audience Inter- 
rupted him.

“But the waterworks has nothng to do 
with the high rate of taxation.”

Aid. Parnell stated that during the last 
few years they had tried to keep the 
taxes down, if elected he promised the 
citizens the best government at the least 
cost.

(Cries of "Circus.”)
"In regard to the circus,” AM. Parnell 

said. "1 don't know anything about It. 
(Laughter.) Mr. chairman and gentlemen 
I knew nothing of rhe circus deal until 
L took up my Free Press in the morning 
and knew that it had been consummated, 
1 was not consulted on the round robin 
and knew nothing about it." To Mr. Birt- 
wistle, the speaker emphatically stated 
that lie had no knowledge of the matter, 
and that his friend, Aid. Winnett, was 
in the isame boat.

Aid. Winnett stated that this was the 
eighth occasion on which he appeared be­
fore the pulilic seeking their suffrages. 
On seven occasions before lie had asked 
their support when running for alderman. 
Now he was seeking the mayoralty. It 
was not a position that lie himself sought. 
The first person to approach him on the 
matter was a prominent citizen, who has 
since passed away. He referred to the 
late John Campbell, who had told him 
that he had served the city for a number 
of years and ought to come out as mayor. 
He would be the first to support him. 
and on nomination day, lif present, would 
nominate him. Aid. Winnett stated that 
during the year his name had been kept 
before the public a great deal. About the 
letting of contracts he said that if he 
had been more lenient, as a jelly fish al- 
derman, the might, not have had so many 
enemies. AM. Winnett also reviewed his 
record as alderman. hi 1897 he entered 
the Council for the third year. That year 
was the Queen's Jubilee. He had the 
honor of being placed as chairman of the 
jubilee committee. Ten years before they 
had celebrated the silver jubilee, and it 
had cost $2,228.52. After paring all the 
costs of the demonstration of 1897, of 
which he was chairman of the commit- 
tee. they had $1,200 to the good. The 
demonstration was much better than that 
of the ten years before, and the $1,200 
was applied to build the children’s ward 
in the hospital. If there was anything 
of Wlich he was proud ft was this case. 
Another thing he wished to speak about 
was about the terrible disaster that befei 
The city in 1898. After it was all over the 
question of the city’s liability presented 
itself. He was then chairman of the 
finance Committee, and the matter was 
referred to them with power to settie 
He told the members of the committee 
that if given power he would consult the 
city solicitor and ask him if the city were 
liable. The solicitor went to Toronto 
and said that the city was not liable. 
One of the city officials was then ap- 
pointed for the purpose of going round 
ami investigating all those persons who 
were hurt. They had the doctors’ bills, 
they examined them, and he could say 
that, although not a lawyer, they never 
spent a dollar on law costs excepting for 
the advice of the city solicitor. They 
settled nil those eases, and every dollar 
that went out of the city coffers went to 
the poor people who were injured. This 
instead of the many thousands of dollars 
that might have been spent by the city 
in law eases. (Referring to the sewage 
question, the speaker stated that they 
had solved the problem, and That they 
had constructed two sewer beds at it 
cost of $7,500. Everybody had been de- 
lighted with the system. Two additional 
beds could be constructed at a much less 
cost. For the two years iu which he 
was chairman of the Board of Works 
they had demonstrated the fact that the 
statement was untrue that it was a mat- 
1er of impossibility to carry out the 
Board of Works without an overdraft, 
for the Iwo years they had come out 
with not a dollar over their appropria, 
tion, anil, moreover, they had been called 
upon to pay money that they were not 
expected to pay at the beginning of the 
year Five hundred dollars was voted 
for band concerts in Victoria Park, which 
had come out of their appropriation. He 
had striven to keep down taxation He 
was not above mistakes, ibut had tried to do the best he could.

Id. Winnett said he knew nothing of

THOSE CIRCUS TICKETS

London, Dec. 31.—Commenting upon 
the statement from its Washington 
correspondent concerning 1 the prob­
ability that Secretary Hay and Lord 
Pauncefote, British ambassador at 
Washington, are arranging a commis­
sion in which the United States, Great 
Britain and Canada will be represent­
ed for the settlement of the Alaskan 
boundary and other .outstanding dif­
ficulties between the countries in 
question, the Daily Mail thinks that 
having secured the Isthmian Canal 
treaty without an equivalent, the Uni­
ted States should now prove reason­
able. "Although it can hardly be hop­
ed," says the Daily Mail, '."that the 
Canadian claims will be conceded in 
their entirety, perhaps the wisest 
course would be to resort to arbitra­
tion. and in the question of warships 
on the great lakes, to permit the un­
derstanding to continue undisturbed." 
The Daily News expresses the sincere 
hope that the correspondent’s state­
ment is a correct forecast of Anglo- 
American negotiations, but is not 
sanguine of results from the commis­
sion. The Daily News characterizes 
as very significant the Canadian claim 
to negotiate the reciprocity question 
independently.

HE first gun of the muni­
cipal campaign was 
fired in the City Ha'J 
last evening. The vener­
able building which 
has often been the 
scene of municipal strife 
was crowded to flie 
doors. Many were 
forced to stand and 

only here and there in the galleries could 
vacant seats be seen.

Of the eight mayoralty candidates AM. 
Winnett and Parnell, ex-AM. Stephen 
O’Meara and Messrs Birtwistle and Bar- 
tram addressed the assemblage. Mr. John 
W. Pocock, of the candidates for Water 
Commissioners and AM. Cooper and Mr. 
A. J. McRae of the fifty-two Aldermanic 
nominees spoke. Ex-AM. O’Meara an- 

nounced that he was not an aspirent for 
the Mayor’s chair. He might, however, 
enter the field for Aldermanic honors.

The circus matter was not by any means 
the least talked about topic of the even- 
lug. Two of the aldermen disclaimed any 
knowledge of the question, one regretted 
very much the stand he had taken in 
signing the round robin, and said he was 
willing to pay his share of Hie reduction 
to make up the amount that had been 
allowed; another candidate sympathized 
with the members of the Council in tile 
action that they had taken.

Dr. Roome was selected chairman of the 
meeting. He thanked the people for 
ehosing him to till the position and said 
it. was very important that every atten­
tion should be given the speakers. He 
believed! that the coming election was 
even more important than the election of 
representatives for Parliament. He sug- 
gested that a time limit be placed on the 
speakers, and trusted that each man would 
receive a good hearing. Any questions 
he trusted would be reserved to the last.

Fifteen minutes’ time was allotted to the 
mayoralty candidates, ten minutes to the 
present aldermen and five minutes each 
to the newly nominated aldermanic candi- 
dates, for the reason, as the mover stated, 
that some of the present aldermen night 
require ten minutes to explain some of 
their actions, including the circus tickets.

Aid. Parnell was the first candidate to 
step on the platform, closely followed by 
Ald. Winnett and Messrs. Bartram and 
Birtwistle. Aid. Cooper and ex-AM. 
O'Meara and Mr. McRae also took seats 
on the platform.

The mayoralty candidates spoke in the 
order of their nomination.

Mr. Birtwistle was accordingly the first 
speaker, who stated that In accepting the 
nomination lie desired to enthuse into the 
pulllie affairs the same methods as were 
pursued in private business. To persons 
who referred to his not having had public 
experience. Mr. Birtwistle stated that of 
the gentlemen who had occupied the chief 
chair of the city during the past few 
years four had never had public experi­
ence. Touching on the L. E. & D. R. It. 
lease, Mr. Birtwistle said he had been 
told that the lease could be passed now. 
One of the aldermen desired to have it 
laid over, and notwithstanding that he 
said he knew nothing about it. lie voted 
for it. He believed that the citizens 
should have something to say about it. 
If fhe lease was good, it would stand for 
months. Regarding the school trustees, 
Mr. Birtwistle suggested that the elec- 
tors would see that they were good busi­
ness men. They, received a great part of 
the taxes, and they say how much they 
want. He asked all to be careful hi vot­
ing the candidates, irrespective of polis 
ties, of creed, of anything. He desired" 
to give place to others to explain the 
circus tickets and other matters. He had 
nothing to explain.

Mr. Bartram appeared as a candidate 
for the mayoralty, so that the electors 
might have an opportunity of selecting a 
mayor. During the last few years, when 
the mayors assumed their office, they 
thought they owned the city. Referring 
to the extension of the L. E. & D. R. R. 
lease, Mr. Bartram stated that the Council 
had no right to tie the road up for a 
period of thirty years. The lease had 
been before the people for a whole year, 
and at the last meeting of the year they 
passed it. What was the inference? Only 
that there was money in their own 
pockets. Touching Ringling Bros.' circus. 
Mr. Bartrain said that some of the can­
didates would say that they had nothing 
to ‘do with the matter. But they did 
AH the aldermen put their foot into it by 
condoning the action of those who had 
signed the round robin. They found the 
whole body of them stealing $150 from 
the city.
