A sub-committee of the Executive met yes­
terday for the purpose of considering the ad­
visability of drafting a bylaw so as to enable 
an interim rate to be struck, so as to avoid 
the necessity of overdrawing the city’s account 
with the banks. Aid. Carlyle moved that 
efforts be made to have the Municipal Act 
so amended that an interim rate of not less 
than 8 mills in the dollar be collectible on 
April IB, and the balance in three equal in­
stalments at intervals of two months. He ex­
plained that tlie amendment in the act would 
not be applicable to Toronto alone, but would 
be equally operative in other municipalities.
The Legislature would no doubt agree to so, 
amend the act, which would save corporations 
from the necessity of paying bank interest.
This was agreed to.

The business of the Executive Committee 
was then proceeded with. Mr. Moffett, 
representing the Phoenix Insurance Company, 
asked that the city should cause investigation 
to be instituted into the recent gas explosion 
at Mr. H. L. Hime’s office, adjoining the 
premiss» recently occupied by The World, in 
King-street east.' The explosion took place on 
Oct. 4, and is alleged to have been the result 
of an accumulation of gas in the sewer under 
the premises. A letter from County Attorney 
Badgerow pointed to the legal bearing of the 
case. Such enquiries are to be instituted by 
a coroner’s |ury at the request of the parties 
requiring the*same.

Chairman Boustead recommended that the 
city should join with the insurance company 
iu defraying the expenses of the investigation.
He understood that gas was being made from 
naptha, at the rear of the premises, and if 
such a nature of manufacture were dangerous 
to the citizens it should be put a stop to. It 
was in the interests of the citizens that the 
cause of this explosion should be investigated.

Aid. Carlyle thought the investigation 
should be conducted at the expense of the in­
surance company. He asked what the prob­
able cost would be.

City Solicitor McWilliams did not think the 
investigation should be undertaken unless it 
was thorough. Experts would probably have 
to be examined.

It will be recommended to the Council to 
pay 360 towards the investigation, provided 
the insurance company defray all other ex; 
ponses incidental therewith.

Mow American Officials Honor Ike Instrne- 
liens of Their .Superiors. .

Washington, Oct. 20.—The correspondence 
between the Department of Justice and its 
officer* in Alaska in regard to the release of 
the British vessels seized during the summer 
of 1886 for alleged violation of the seal Skbery 
laws was made public to-day. Folloèring is 
the text of the telegram directing the release:

Washington, Jan. 26,1887. 
To Judge Lafayette Dawson and M. D. Ball* 

United States Attorney. Sitka, Alaska:
l am directed by the President to instruct 

yon td discontinue all further proceedings in 
the matter of the seizure of the British vessels 
Carolina. Onward and Thornton, and discharge 
all vessels now held under such seizures, una 
release all persons that may bo under arrest iu 
connection therewith. (Signed)

A. H. Garland, Attorney General.
This was followed by a letter from Barton 

Atkins, U.S. Marshal at Sitka, dated Sept. 
20, 1887, in which he acknowledged the 
receipt of the above telegram, but says that 
there it was considered a fraudulent despatch, 
notwithstanding which belief Judge Dawson 
had delayed further proceedings in the cases 
and had written the department for further 
instructions iu the matter. Judge Dawsons 
letter has not been received at the depart­
ment

Under date of Oct 12, 1887, the Attorney* 
General sent a telegnltn to Marshal Atkins at 
Sitka, granting him leave of absence to go to 
San Francisco for the purpose of selling about 
2000 fur skins which were condemned and 
ordered sold by the court in Alaska last year, 
and which are now reported as being in a 
perishable condition

The telegram concluded as follows: Let 
the vessels Carolina, Onward and Thornton 
be released, as ordered in my telegram of Jan. 
26 Inst.

I am asked at this juncture, 
without knowing tbe sentiments of my 
own friends or of the English, Scotch 
and TV elsh jsoplo or of the people of Leinster, 
Munster, Umnauerlit and Ulster, to bind my­
self to the proposal that Ulster or a part of 
Ulster âiiall be absolutely excluded from any 
Irish settlement, I tell you that that is rather 
too large a demand upon the credulity or even 
the folly of a man.” [Laughter and cheers. 1

He expressed his determination to leave this' 
matter an open question as on the introduc­
tion cf the home rule proposals.

In a speech at Derby to-day, in replying to 
those persons who hod criticised hie conduct, 
be said the policy of tbe Nationalist party did 
not now include rapine.
