This
is in keeping with the character of the in-
stitution, It is much to be desired, however,
that the school should stand on a more :solid
foundation, and that art in Toronto should
ocoupy 8 more dignified position. The
school has had, if not a long, at all events a
chequered existence, and at present the dis-
cussion rages—artistically rages—whether
thera be really such an institution in
existence as the Toronto School of
Art, - The Ontario Society of Art-
ists, . under ’~ whose management the
school was: conducted for five years’ raise
this question, and have further agreed, in
witness of their belief in the nonentity of the
Toronto Art School, to establish such a
school in the municipality of the city of
Toronto, to be calléd the Central Ontario
School of Art and Design, in affiliation with
the Ontario Society of Artists. Itis certain
that the grants earned under the present
directorate have been very small, and that
for 1890 is put down as not yet paid. It isto
be hoped that some artistic modus vivendi
will be found whereby these differences,
which can only retard the progress of art in
the community, may be composed.
