Peru, Ind., Jan. 20.—One of the moat 
disastrous wrecks ever recorded in the 
history of the Lake Erie and Western 
Railway occurred early this morning at the 
Wabash River bridge, south of this city.

Train No. 16, the fast north-bound 
press struck a broken rail at the southern 
part of the bridge, derailing the 
engine reached the abutment of the second 
span, when the whole thing collapsed, taking 
the entire train down into the bed of the 
frozen river 30 feet below.
