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The Conquering Trolley,

Manager Dingman of the Torontp and
Scarboro Electric Railway is an enterpris-
ing citizen and is to be congratulated on
his proposal to inaugurate a trolley freight
service on his line along the Kingston.road,
This line is only a little over two miles in
length and consequently does not penetrate
far into the country. If .the ‘freight sys-
tem ig put into aperation, however, it will
afford a good idea, of the possibilities of the
system when operated on lines  running for
soveral miles out among the farmers. For
the distribution of milk the trolley method
ought to be especially valuable. It wonld
not be a difficalt matter to run a milk
freight service through the -thoroughfares
of the city two or three times during the
day, delivering the milk at the doors of
the retailers instead of compelling them,
as at present, to go to the Union Station
and  elsewhers to get their supplies,
With the trolley system in operation the

dairy five and ten miles from the centre ot!!
the city would be within an hour, or halfan b

hour, of the centres of retail - distribution.
It cannot be long now before the farming
community contiguous to Toronto will
become seized of the fact that the suburban
. electric railways can carry their produce
and themselves to the market more cheaply
end expeditionsly- than their horses and
wagons can. It will not be long before the
trolley will alnost totally supplant the
multitudinous farm-wagon on market days.

It will be a great relief to the city to get|PO

rid of the cumbersome wagon that fills up
the market place and renders the trans:
action of business slow and unsatisfactory.

The trolley will also appear in amother
capacity in Toronto“within a week or two.
Special cars are now being made for the
purpose of conveying garbage from differ-
ent quarters of the city to Ashbridge
Bay. The economy of using cars that
will hold as much as a  dozen
carts is ' quite evident, to say
novhing of the time saved in hauling the
stuff to its destination. This experiment
will be watched with interest. We learn
from The Chicago Tribune further particu-
lars of the portable crematory which The
World referred to a week or ten days ago.
The Tribune says:

The inventor of the upright port.
able | crematory now being tested | i
this city has written to an Eastern paper
an account of the conditions of the problem,
especially in relation to cost. He says the
garbage teams are supposed to haul four
cubic yards at a load, but they do not, and
from the First Ward, in which the burner
is being operated, the teams haul two loads
each day tothe dump. That is assumed to
be eight yards for each team daily, but in
fact it is less than six yards. The cost
of this hauling is $1.874 per load. The
burner. consumes in a night, with five
men at $1.75 apiece, all the eight teams haul,
making a difference of $18, or about two-
thirds. For this particular position the cost
is only one-third that of the dump, without
allowing for the cost of fuel and operating
the machine, and it is fair to presume that
is not much greater per load than would b
the cost of cremating in a stationary f\flg
nace. The saving is estimated to be 35 to
50 per cent. over the dumping arrangement,
which does not satisfy and must be reform-
ed somehow.

1t is a question now for the 'Works Com-
mittee to decide whether it will be cheaper
to use the portable crematory or the trolley
to get rid of the garbage, and secondly to
determine which is the better plan from a
sanitary point-of view.

Worthy of Consideration.

At first glance it stzikes us that the pro-
posal of Mayor Fleming to charge the
water in the general taxes 1s a commendable
one. According to the present system the
householder pays for water according to the
number of roomsin his house, the number
of taps, closets, baths and so on. This is,
in a rough way, charging citizens for water
according to the value of their houses.
Why not accept the assessors’ valuation
and charge for water according to that
valuation? That, as we understand it, is
what Mayor Fleming’s proposal amounts to.
We provide educational facilities on the as-
gessment plan. Why not provide the people
with water according to the same principle?
1t will save an immense amouut of book-
keeping, it will do away with inspectors, it
will save the public no little inconvenience
in paying their dues. In addition to all
this the proposed scheme will cause the
water system to be introduced into all
houses- in the city, thus closing up many
poisonous wells, The Ma§or’s proposal
ought to be favorably considered.

New Episcopal Diguitaries;

The Synod of the Anglican Churck in
Canada, now in session in this city, has been
duly erected and what was a number ot
independent organizations has been con-
solidated into one of mnational signi-
fioance under .a presiding dignitary
to be calied the Primate and with
the rank and style of Archbishop. One
other Archbishop was also created. So that
we now have in Canada two Anglican Arch-
bishops, one of whom is Primate, They are
to be addressed as Your Grace,

of the Church of Rome. But in Quebec the
Cardinal will still rank ahead of all and en-
joy the superior honor of an equal seat on
the viceregal throne with the Lieutenant-
Governor. But at the rate of progress
made yesterday we may yet bave an Angli-
can Cardinal. There is nothibg in the way
to prevent it

The Anglicans are to be congratulated on
the consolidation effected yesterday. Noth-
ing has done somuch toward developing
Canadian sentiment and the idea of Cavadian
unity as the welding together of thie several
branches of the various Protestant denomina-
tions in the Dominion into single consolidat-
ed forces v\itﬁ"ﬁrisdiction from ocean. to
ocean. in this good work the preachers bave
led the way for the politicians.

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SIR ALEXANDER GALT DEAD,

The Former TFinance Mivister Fasses
Away at Montreal,

A despatch was received in the city yes-
terday announcing the death at Montreal of
Sir Alexander T. Galt from general debil-

Deceased had been  ailing for some
time and his death was therefore not unex-

pected.. .

- Said an old friend of Sir: Alexander’s last
night: Sir Alexander Galt was a wilver-
tongued  orator, and nobody evlt dressad
up @ bald financial statement in the inter-
esting colors and lucidity of expression that
Sir John Macdonald’s old Finance Mi:tf
did. He was a large-hearted, emotithial,
enthusiastic man, far too sanguine to be a
business success, In his early days he was
a noted athlete, he and his brother, the
present Sir Thomas Galt, being famed for
their feats of pedestrianism. For many
years he stood out as perhaps the most con-
spicuons member of Canadian society, in
spite of having committed the then social
offence of marrying a deceased wife’s sister.
His wives were of the Torranse family of
Montreal. He was in his private life much
beloved by a large circle of friends and re-
latives. %lo was altogether as whole-souled
a man as can be met with in a day’s march.
He was a man of immense enterprise, the
latest field of it bemng m the Northwest,
round about Lethbridgs, where his coal
mine schemes were of great magnitude.
His eldest son, Elliott Galt, will probably
carry on the business in the Northwest,

Sir Alexander Galt was born - at Chelsen,
Londoen, England, on Sept. 6, 1817, In 1853
he was returned for the town of Sherbrooke,
which seat be held till Confederation. When
theshort-lived Brown-Dorion Administration
came to ap end Sir Edmund Head invited
Mr. Galt to form a Government, but he de-
clined. In the Cartier-Macdooald Adminis-
tration Mr, Galt accepted the position of
Minister f Finance as successor to Mr.
Cayley.

n the formation of the Tache-Macdon-
ald Government in March, 1864, he again
became Minijster of Finance.. He took un
active part in the movement of Confedera-
tion, In the first Dominion Government
under Sir John Macdenald he was Minister
of Finance for a short time, Iu 1809 he was
created a Knight Commander ef the Order
of 8t Michael and 8t. George. In 1872 he
once more entered private life.

In 1880 he was appointed High Commis-
sioner for Canada to the Court of 8t. James,
at a salary of $10,000 a year and a residence,
but it seems the position was never very
congeunial to him and he resigned the post in
1883, when 8ir Charles 'Tupper was appointed
to succeed him. BSince Sir Alexander’s re-
turn to Canada he has been in private life.

The funeral will take place on Thursday
afternoon. Rev. Dr. Potts will preach the
funeral sermon, ‘The funeral will be of a
private nature, and the remains wili be
interred in Mount Royal Cemetery. -

THE FAST OF TISHRI,

The Greatest Jewish Festival of the Year
Now Belng Celebrated, }

To-day is the fast of Tishri, the greatest
festival in the Jewish year. Special services
bave been held continuously sice the begin-
ping of the present year, which commenced
ten days ago. The service to-day isone of
atonement. It has two distincs aspects,
atonement for the sins of the individual and
atonement for the sins of the nation, How-
ever, the idea of the individual is sunk in
that of the nation. That ancient feeling of
nationality which was ever such a powerful
factor in buildiog up the unity of the Jewish

people is just as strong to-day as it ever was,,

and the services now going on exemplify this

fully. They consist of propitiatory prayers

and confession of sin. Here the devout
church members enumerate the merits of
their fathers and their trials and suffering in
the cause of the Lord, and recount how, asa
nation, they are worthy of His love, In the
great atonement service they recount how
often they, asa nation, have sinned and
come short of the glery of God, and yet
bow often they hava been pardoned and
that they hence proclaim their faith
iu the ever-loving mercy of God.
They hope that this mercy will ex-
ten go far that the ancient glories
of Judaism will < be restored. This
service is a most interesting one, for its
origin is hid in tbe mists of ages that existed
long before the Christian era, aud around it
cluster many of the religious curemonies.
customs and traditions of Israel. Though
the service remains substantially the same
as it was centuries ago, yet it has suffered
one important modifieation.. It was original-
ly performed in the Temple at Jerusalem
when the people were not in exile. Here the
sacrifice of burnt offerings was of-
fered up. This 1is now  omitted,
since it was only allowed 10 be
offered within the land of Palestine. . Now
the propitiatory prayers are offered up in
its place as the burnt offering of the
heart.

The services commenced yesterday at sun-
down and continue for 24 hours, all of which
time is keptas a fast. T'he services for ‘to-
day are as follows:

Early morning service from 7 to 10 o’clock.

Reading of the law from the book of Levi-
ticus—the atonement performed in the
temple,

Additional services from 10 to 2, including
the sermon at 11.

Afternoon services from 2 to5. During
this service passages relating to prohibited
marriages are read from the book of Leviti-
cus.

The concluding service is from 5 to 7.

In addition to the above there will he
throughout the day Bible reading and special
services and prayers in memory of the de-
parted déad.

All of the above special notices relate to
Holy Blossom Synagog. The above synagog
is fortunate in having atits head, in the per-
son of Rabbi l.azarus, one of the most ener-
getic, enthusiastic, intelligent and best-
educated gentlemen in the city.
