High Level Bridge.

The Mayor's Inaugural Address.
The Mayor's inaugural address occupied 

over 45 minutes iu reading. At the outset 
he alluded to the recent disastrous fires 
and intimated that as soon as Chief Ar- 
<lagh recovered from the injuries he re­
ceived, he would ask him to make a most 
careful examination of the whole of the 
appliances at his disposal, and ask for 
every requisite which he coraiders ne­
cessary, iu addition to the appliances 
ordered by the expiring council.

Civic Finances. \

With regard to municipal finances the 
Mayor said : The finances of the city are 
in a 6>ountl condition. The revenues from 
taxation aud other sources have been 
collected closer than the most sanguine 
could have anticipated, considering the 
times, aud bank loans have been secured 
on favorable terms. The credit of the 
city never stood higher than at the pre­
sent time. After paying off 
$546,188.27 of debentures in 1894 (re­
newing $100,000), there remained at the 
credit of the sinking fund the Sum of $3,- 
£93,600.27 applicable to the future re­
duction of the city debt. During the cur­
rent; year upwards of half, a million dol­
lars of general aud local improvement 
bonds will mature.

The market at the present, time is fav­
orable for the floating of our securities, 
which are in great demand; but this fact 
is iu itself a strong reason why the 
council should exercise extreme caution 
in the financial interests of the city and 
not be tempted by the cheapness of money 
to rush into expenditures which would 
swell the volume of our debt.
