THE RAILWAY AWARD.

A Bill has, we understand, been in-
troduced into the Local Legishature for
the purpose of setting aside the award
lately made in the Western Counties
Railway. Petitions unamously both
for and against the Bill, have been sent
on to the Legislature, as our readers
are aware, from the debates of the
House; but whether the Bill has yet
passed, we have not learned. We trust,
however, that the Members from our
County will look to it and see that no
injustice is done to the County. We
have just emerged from a heavy Rail-
way tax on the W. & A. Railway. The
amount of taxation on this last men-
tioned line, was largely incurred hy
having the first award set aside, and a
new commission appointed to. re-ap.
praise the damage. We have na desire
other than the welfare of the Country
at large, in referving ta the matter, and
trust that the same motives, unfettered
by any partisan feelings, may actuate
our Local members upon whom, as the
representatives of the people, mainly
rests the responsibility of Logal Legis.
lation.

THE WINTER OF 1833-4,

A correspondent of the Huntingdon
¢ Gleaner," ¢“ F. W.S.,” gives an account
of the above winter, which, in view of the
remarkably fine February we have had, ‘is
interesting. = He says the St, Lawrence
was not froz:n so that teams could cross|
until January 18 ; then there-was a week |
of cold, the mercury reaching 18 below
zero. February sct in mild, and there was |
almost a constant thaw till the end of the|
month. In the third week the snow was!
nearly all gone. There were two thunder-|
storms ; that on the 20th did much dam-
agz. Flies and crows appcared on the
24th. Snow came on the 26th, and there
was sleighing till the 4th of Marcn, when
mild weather set in. On the 13th garden-
ing operations were begun, the cattle were
feeding ontside, aud the rivers were open.
On the 20th a thunderstorm occurred, with
heavy rain followed by frost and snow. It
hecame warm again on the 30th, and on
April 3rd frogs were lieard croaking and
birds whistling. 'The steamer *‘Franklin”
was ranning from St. Johns to Lake
Champlain on April 3rd. Plonghing = was
general, and some were sowing. Mos-
quitoes were lively on the Tth, and fires
were given up. There was occasional
thunder and flurries of snow,but vegetation
was far advanced by the 21st, the maple
was nearly in full leaf, and wheat above
ground. In the first week of may there
was frost and thunder, and on the 13th
snow, followed by frost, which, however,
did not hurt vegetation, as the snow pro-
tected it, The summer was hot and dry,
and harvest early, the crop being tolerably

ood.

DEATH AT THE POLICE STATION.

Last night about eleven o'clock a news-
paper carricr named Fisher, in passing up
Brehm’s Lane, north of the Garrison
Church, observed a servant girl trying to
arouse a drunken man who lay amid the
slush and dirt of the street, in. a hollow
part of the road. The girl informed him
that the man had been lying in that con-
dition since six o'clock, and she conld not
awaken him. = Fisher shouted fora police-
man, and presently Policemen Morgan and
Keating arrived. They blew a whistle,
and Sergeant Dillon and Policeman Adamns
come to their assistance. They carried
the man as far as Jacob street, where they
secured a wagon, and conveyed him to the
station. On account of his wet. and cold
condition, they laid the mandown in front
of the fire in the large room, where he was
made comfortably warm and dry. He lay
there until six ¢’clock this'morning, when
he was removed to the inner room, but
not placed in a cell. At this time he was
breathing regnlarly, as he had been during.

Ventilation, and the way to;
make Workmen's Cottages
Healthy.

On Wednesday evening,Mr. Frank E.Thicke,
architeet, of 5, @Great Queen-Street, West-
minster, read a paper before the Scciety of
Arts, on the ¢ Ventilation of Rooms Generally,
and the Way to make Workmen’s Cottages,
Comfortable, Warm and Healthy.” Mr. B.
W, Richardson presided. Mr. Thicke’s views
of ventilation, as expressed in the paper, aim-
ed at the ample introduction of the outer air
through mustin, wite gauze, peforated sine, or
eotton wool. He proposed to oarry the im-
pure and vitiated air out of a room by a ven-
tilator in the shape of a tube, about 25ft. to
