advancing. The advances of yesterday ovi-
dently induced considerable seclling, but
there were fow recessions as the selling
wasg counterbalanced by very ggod buying.

There was liquidation in Gas by one
prominent operator. Of it 575 shares
were sold at prices that showed gains of
2 polnts on yesterday’s close. It ig well
known that a good block of these was
taken for investment. The stock gvas firm,
closing at the 2 points gained.

Commercial Cabls was the only .othes
stock to advance, it selling at 170, was
3 points higher than provious prices.

There was special activity in Canadian
Pacific stock. It yesterday and to-day
has been taken on Wall Street around 96.
Uere the four lots of shares traded in
were all taken 35 or I above 9G6. Also
these were the closlng demand and offer.

‘Total of shares tnis forenoon was 1523.

The mecting of directors to declare the
dividend will be held in two weeks.

No advance was mado by Electric which
was taken to the amount of 400 shares
about yesterday’s closing price. The cloa-
ing demand being for no moro than 19134,
did not give any sighs of fmmedinte bull
action. If there any difference in to-
day's prices for ‘Toronto it was one of re-
cession, perhaps 34 or 34. At 163 ihe
stock is keeping firm. The continued great
carnings might bo expected to do  more
than thie.

At the
time of this change it was found neces-
sary to lay off a fow mer until the new
management could determine upon its po-
licv. At the present time, however,, the
mine is employing as  iny men asat any
time in Ite history ard, as has been said,
fs putting on more This force I8 em-
pioycd in tho company workings and in
addition the lcasces on the south end of
tho'Clara D, are working o considerable
force.

Within a weck another big shipment will
bo sent out from the company’s workings
which bave alrcady maintafned a hand-
some production during the month ot Jan-
uary. So iar tkis month 160 tons of oro
have been shipped from tho company work
ings and the next shipment will probably
be as large. Tho average of the last ship-
ment was  considerably better than two
ouances, and it is noticcable that the re-
turns on the Lexington ores have increas-
cd considerably in valuo as development
has progresscd.

On the south cond of the Clara D. the
lessces are taking out ore at the point.

also send  out o second shipment very
soon. The initirl shipment from this leaso
wag retently made and the returns  were
vory satisfactory.
