How tux Evs ts Swer anp Wasuep.—For
us to be able to see objects clenrly und distinetly,
it is necessary that the eye shoul({ be kept moist
and clean.  For this purpose 1t is furmshed witha
litile gland, from which flows a watery fluid,
(tears), which is sprcad over the eye by the hd,
and ;s afterwards swept off by t, and ruus through
a holein the bone of the inner surface of the nose,
where the warm air, passing over it while breath-
ing, evaporates it. It 13 remarluble that ne such
gland can be found in the eyes of fish, us tne ele-
ment in which they live answer the same purpose,
{ If the eye had not been furnished with a liqud to
» wash it, and a lid to sweep it off, things wouldap-
pear as they do when we look through a dusty
glass. Along the cdges of the eye-iid there ure u
great number of little tubes or glands, from which

ows un oily substance, which spreads over the
surface of the skin, and prevents the edges from
becoming sore or irritated, and it also helps to
keep the tears within the lid. There are also six
little muscles attached to the eye, which enable
us to move it in every direction ; and when we
consider the duferent motions they are capable of
giving to the eycs, wa cannot but admire the good-
ness of Him who formed them, and has thus saved
us the trouble of tumning our heads every time we
wish to view an object. Although the.eyes of
some animals are incapable of motion, as the fly,
the bectle, and several other insects, yet the
Creator has shown his wisdom and goodness in fur-
nishing their eyes with thousands of little globes,
and by placing their eyes more in front ot their
heads, so that these little insects can sec almost
around them without tumning their heads. A gen-

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that the two eyes of a common one, are com,
of 8000 little globes, through every vne of which it
is capable of forming an image of the object! Ha-
ving prepared the eye of the fly forthe purpose, he
placed it before the microscope, and then looked
through both, in thewauner of the telescope, at a
steeple which veas 299 feet high and 750 teet dis-
tant, and he says he could plainly sec through every
little hemisphere, the whole steeple inverted or
turaed upside down,
