forcegPresbytery Clerks are required to for-
ward their Presbytery Rolls, correctly made
up and duly attested, so as to be in the
hauds of the Synod Clerk at least four days
before the meeting of Synod. Clerks not
provided with blank rolls can have them
on arplicntion to the Synod Clerk.

All documents for submission to the
Synod are required to be of foolscap paper
with sufficient margin; aud it is recom-
mended to parties to print such as relate
to subjects of r .at importance.

All papers . stended to be submitted to
the meeting o Syood are required to be
1aid before the Business Committee, which
is appointed to meet in St Andrew’s
Chaurch, Quebec, on Tuesday, 28th Nay,
at 7 p.M., and their contents must be se-
curately intimated to the Synod Clerk at
least four clear days before the mecting of
Synod. Both these rules will be observed
by forwarding the documents themselves
to the Clerk within the time specified.
