The Council ~h.111 cause 10 he Lept b) thc, 1e\nstrar under the
direction of the Council, a book or register to be Lnown as 'l‘he Can-
adian Medical Register,” in which- shall ‘be entered, m such m.ume
and with such particulars as the Council directs, tlic names of all per

sons who have complicd with the requirements of -this Act and with
the regulations made by the Council respecting registration under this.
Act, and who apply to the registrar to have their names so entered.

16. Every onc who passes .the examination pruenbcd b) the
Council, and otherwise complies with all the conditions and regulations
requisite for registration as preseribed by this Act and by the Council,.
shall, upon payment of the fees p1'e~cnbed in that behalt be entltled
to be registered as a medical practitioner. : ‘

2. Any person who has received a license or ccrtlhcatc of 1e'rlau‘mon
previous to the date »hen this Act shall have hecome’ operative ‘as
aforesaid, and who has heen engaged in the ictive pmcuce of medicine
in any one or more Provinces of Canada, shall, alter six years from’
the date of such ceriificate, be entitled to be registered under the Act
as a medical practitioner, without examination, upon payment, of the
fees and upon compliance with the other conditions and re«ru]atlonv
for such cases preseribed hy the Council.

3. Any person coming within any of the classes of 1e"1>t;ered or
licensed practitioners to which paragraph (j) of section 10 of this Act
applies shall he entitled to be registered npon compl}mrv with the or-
ders and regulations established by the Couneil in ‘tlmt behalt

17. Any entry in the register may he cancelled or correctcd upon
the ground of fraud, accident or mistake. .

18. In any case of an application for lerrl&tmtlon or for correctmw
or amending any entry upon the register. the applicant, if a«rgrle\'ed
by the decision of the registrar, may appeal to the Council, and the
Council shall hear and determine the matter; but all applications to
cancel or sirike off cntries from the remtter made adversely to the
person whose registration it is desired to affect shall be by the registrar
referred to the Council, and the Council, shall. after three months’
notice sent hy post. prepaid and registered, to the last known address of
such person, who shall have the right to appear by counsel, hear and
determine all such applications.

19. If it is made to appear to the Council, after inquiry, that any
person registered under this Act has heen convicted, either in any part
of His Majesty’s possessions or elsewhere. of an offence which if com-
mitted in Canada would he an indictable offence under The Criminal
Code. 1892, and ifs amendments, or that he has been guilty of infamous
. or disgraceful conduet in a professional respeet, then. whether such
. offence has been- committed, or such convietion has taken place. or
