Demand for approval of a new route, and of a

spur line in certain streets of the City,
by the Northern Commercial
Telegraph Company, Ltd.

LAW DEPARTEMENT,

Montreal, June 22nd, 1908.

To the Chairman and Members of the Road Committee.

Gentlemen,

At a meeting of your Committee ,dated the 3rd of June

1908, and at which was considered a report from the City
surveyor concerning the application of the Northern Com-
mercial Telegraph Company, Limited, for permission to
lay underground cables in certain streets, we were re-
quested, by resolution, to give our opinion as to whether
the said Company has the privilege of using the streets of
the City ,and upon what conditions?

In compliance with the demand of your Committee, we

beg to state:

By an act to incorporate the Northern Commercial Te-

legraph Company (Limited), 61 Vict.,, (Canada), ch. 111,
as amended by statutes 62-63 Viet., ch. 120, 63-64 Vict.,
ch. 110 and 6 Ed. VII, ch. 133, the said company was au-
thorized to construct, maintain and operate lines for elec-
tric telegraph and telephones above, along, across or un-
der any highways or public places; also to construct,
maintain and operate branch lines and extension of its
telegraph and telephone lines; but no such branch or ex-
tension shall exceed seventy miles in length.

It was nevertheless stipulated in paragraph f of section
11 of the statute to incorporate the company in question,
that “the opening up of streets for the erection of poles,
“or for carrying wires under ground, shall be subject to
“the direction and approval of such person as the muni-
“cipal council appoints, and shall be done in such manner
“gs the said council directs; the council may also design-
“gte the places where such poles shall be erected; and the
“gtreets shall, without any unnecessary delay, be restored,
“as far as possible, to their former condition, by and at
“the expense of the Company’.

More than that, by section 4 of statute 6 Ed. VII, it was
enacted that “no right, except as'conferred by The. Elec-
“tric Telegranh Companies Act shall be exercised without
“the consent of and upon the terms to be agregd upon
“with the council of a city, town, incorporated village or
