
ARTICLE 21

Exemption from Fees for CerWtcates

andAdministrative Documents

1. Any exemption from. fees for the registry or preparation of certificates and

documents, stamp taxes, consular fees, or other similar charges for which provision

is made in tie legisiation of either Contracting Party shail be extended to certificates

and documents which are issued by the competent organizations of the other

Contracting Party for the application of this Agreement or the legisiation to wbich

this Agreement applies.

2. Ail administrative certificates or documents îssued for the application of this

Agreement shail be exempt from the requirement of authentication by diplomatie or

consular authorities and simâta formalities.

ARTICLE 22

Method and Guarantee of the Payment ofRBenefits

1. The competent organizations of each Contracting Party shall discharge their

obligations to make payments umder this Agreement in thoir national currency.

2. In thxe event that a Contracting Party enacts provisions imposing currency controls

or other measures that rcstrict payments, remittances or transfer of funds or

financia instruments to person who are outside its terrtory, that Contracting

Party shail immediately take the measures flecessary to guarafltee the exercise of

the rîghts stemmling from this Agreement, including the payment of any amounit

dhat must be paid in accordançe with this Agreement.
