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CFOB is a non-governmental organization which operates
in partnership with organizations along Burma’s borders
and other Canadian and international NGOs. It is
affiliated with Peacefund Canada. CFOB works in a non-
partisan manner for the cause of peace, human rights
and democracy in Burma. Its primary objectives are to
raise awarness about political and economic conditions
in Burma, through special issue campaigns, fund-raising
for humanitarian relief and cross-border assistance, and
by tracking Canadian investment in SLORC-occupied
Burma. CFOB has an on-going policy dialogue with the
Canadian Department of Foreign Affairs and International
Trade on the policy implications of Canada’s
commitment to international human rights and
democracy, and to international trade and investment. In
addition to its national office in Ottawa, CFOB maintains
a network of Burma support groups across the country.
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
