Administrator thanks his loyal subjects, accepts
their benevolence, and assents to this bill.

BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE

Right Hon. L. S. St. Laurent (Prime
Minister): Mr. Speaker, I should like ta move
the adjournment of this house and ta move
that in accordance with the order made
earlier it stand adjourned until October 9 at
eleven o'clock in the forenoon, unless in the
meantime you find it necessary ta request
the members ta return earlier. I am sure
that we all hope sincerely that the interna-
tional situation and domestic situation will

continue such that you will not have ta
exercise the power which was provided in
the resolution adopted by this house.

I think it is a most fortunate coincidence
that we are able to adjourn at this time and
that we may be able to participate with our
fellow Canadians tomorrow and the next day
in the celebration of Dominion day, the
national festival of Canada. I think it is also
a fortunate coincidence that there have
occurred in recent days incidents which
enable us ta look rather hopefully for pos-
sible developments which we look for in the
relatively near future. I have no further
information about those developments, but
nothing has been communicated to us which
would dampen the hopes with which I am
sure we and ail Canadians have received the
news that efforts are being made ta bring
about a cessation of hostilities in Korea. I
hope that we shall not be disappointed and
that the events of the immediate future will
be such that we shall be able ta attend ta
matters other than debates in this house
between this time and October 9. If I may
be allowed ta say a personal word, I should
like to extend to you, sir, and ta all my col-
leagues in this house my best wishes for a
restoring period of relaxation which will
enable us ta come back at the fixed time in
a state of body and mind which will be
conducive ta a proper consideration and
determination of the many important matters
that will have ta be dealt with during the
course of the autumn session.

Mr. George A. Drew (Leader of the
Opposition): Mr. Speaker, may I join with
the Prime Minister (Mr. St. Laurent) in the
expression of hope that the encouraging signs
that there may be some expectation of the
cessation of hostilities in Korea will in fact
be realized. On the eve of the 84th anniver-
sary of the adoption of the basic constitution
of this nation it must be a matter of pride
for all of us ta realize the extent ta which
Canada has grown in stature and dignity over
the years and ta see this country occupying
a place of such responsibility in the councils
of the world.

In the attainment of that growth and
dignity, this house and the parliament of
Canada have played an immensely important
part. To every one of us this house and the
free debates which take place are cherished
because we recognize the immense value of
the free discussion of the affairs of the nation
in the way in which they can be conducted
here. In that discussion of the nation's busi-
ness the senior commoner, who occupies the
Speaker's throne, does accept very great
responsibilities in mafntaining the traditions
which are so closely associated with all that
we have achieved. May I say ta the Speaker
that all of us are very proud of the way
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
