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at the moment, and the ruling I was attempt-
ing to make was simply that at this particular
stage we should consider, by virtue of stand-
ing order 59(2), strictly what is before the
committee. My opinion was that at this stage,
without committing the Chair as to what
might be decided or ruled upon later, we
should try not to go into detailed study of
the report.

Mr. Olson: Well, Mr. Chairman, as I stated
we had agreed to allow the resolution stage
to go through tonight, but apparently there
is some controversy as to whether the scope
and latitude allowed in subsequent stages of
this debate will be broad enough so that we
can dicuss the Porter report. Therefore on
the basis of that I should like to call it ten
o’clock, because at least on resolution stage
one has a wider latitude than when discussing
the bill. Therefore I should like to call it ten
o’clock.

The Chairman: It being ten o’clock, shall I
rise, report progress and request leave to sit
again at the next sitting of the house?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.
Progress reported.
