CALL FOR REVIEW 0F INTEREST RATE POLICY BY STANDING

COMMITTEE-MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Chartes Mayer (Portage-Marquette): Madam Speaker,
I risc to propose a serious motion having to do with the
economy. If the government is serious about the plight of the
economy, 1 hope that it wilI approve this motion. The Bank of
Canada bas been influential in maintaining interest rates at
such high levels that small businesses, consumers, farmers and
the wbole Canadian economy, is suffering drastically. I there-
fore propose to move a motion, seconded by the hon. member
for Simcoe North (Mr. Lewis) which is the exact same motion
as was moved by the present Minister of Industry, Trade and
Commerce (Mr. Gray) when he was in opposition and the
Bank of Canada rate was 13 per cent as opposed to the 17.75
per cent it is now. I therefore move:

That this House immediateiy order its Standing Committee on Finance, Trade
and Economic Affairs ta undertake an immediate review of the intereat rate
policy at this government and the Bank af Canada, and that for this purpose the
Gavernor of the Banik and the Minister of Finance appear before it ta explain
their actions and what they wiil be doing ta aolve the problems which the
Gavernor of the Bank himseIf said. regarding intereat rates, are now being
cauaed for individuals and business.

DEMAND THAT MINISTER VISIT VANCOUVER-MOTION UNDER
S.0.43

Mrs. Margaret Mitchell (Vancouver East): Madam Speak-
er, I also rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43 on a
very urgent matter. Last week thousands of concerned citizens
acknowledged the Vancouver housing crisis by attending a
week of hearings and discussions wbich appealed for govern-
ment action to alleviate the unhearable housing situation in
B.C. Since the minister responsible bas taken no action except
to cali for the removal of rent controls, and since B.C. loses
