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yourself continue to raise the issue and advocate a prudent
approach, and especially as long as the Department of
External Affairs remains fully aware of the existence of this
very serious problem, I think that is our form of control. This
may not be the kind of control which has a direct impact on
operations, but the Americans are conscious of our reaction
and even they are concerned. The Hon. Member referred to

the many demonstrations which took place, and I think this is
quite legitimate.
