YOUNG OFFENDERS AUT

Mr. Brian O'Kurley (Elk Island): Mr. Speaker, pur-
suant to Standing Order 36, 1 would like to present three

petitions includmng the names of hundreds of Canadians
in and around the ridmng of Elk Island.

These petitioners live in places such as Fort Saskatche-
wan, Ardrossan, Bruderheini, Sherwood Park, North
Cooking Lake and Edmonton.

'Me petition states that the Young Offenders Act is in
itself mnadequate to deal with the problems of youth
crime. The petitioners believe this act must be strength-
ened or replaced by legisiation that will act as a stronger
deterrent to crirninal activity among the nation's young
people.

Therefore the petitioners respectfully pray and cal
upon Parliament to strengthen or replace the Young
Offenders Act with legisiation that will be a stronger
deterrent to youth crime.

These people are most concerned with repeat violent
young offenders and recommend harsher penalties in-
cludmng work camps. In cases dealing with theft or
property damage they support fmnancial repayment to the
victims of crime.

Qenerally the citizens want laws that make young
offenders more accountable for their actions. Tlhese
Canadians want laws that are seen to support victims of
crime rather than insulate offenders from justice.
