(4) Where the Minister bas soid, Ieased or otherwise
transferred an airport to a designated airport authority,
on and after the transfer date the Officiai Languages
Act appiies to the airport authority, with such modifi-
cations as the circumstances require, to the authority in
relation to the airport as if
(a) the authority were a federai institution; and
(b) the airport were an office or facîiity of that institu-
tion, other than its head or central office.

Hon. Royce Frith (Leader of the Opposition): Honourable
senators, this bill, you wiii rernember, is the subject of an
amendment proposed by me deaiing with the question of
officiai language service by concessionaires to the travelling
public and in principal, and in fact, to ail other concessionaires
at airports.

The origin of the arnendment was a letter 1 receîved from
the immediate former Commissioner of Officiai Languages,
D'lberviiie Fortier. That letter appears in the Debates at ieast
once. i put it on the record at the tirne of eariier debate,
possibiy at second reading.

The matter was then referred to a Senate committee, and
the prescrnt Commissioner of Officiai Languages, Dr. Goid-
bioom, gave evidence effectively supporting the position taken
by Mr. Fortier, namely, that the legîsiation should be
arnended.

There were then discussions on both sides, because the
essence of the amendment found favour on bivh sides. There
was not a high level of partisanship over at least finding some
way to correct a defect underiined by two Commissioners of
Officiai Languages.
