On March 8th, I wrote to you advising that
Mr. W. A. Barclay and Mr. Nathan Levitsky were refused
the privileges of the McGill Union for using the MecGill

Union to distribute for sale copies of the "Black Sheep"
on Thursday, March 2nd, 1933.

Later Mre. Levitsky wrote to the Students®
Executive Council asking for further consideration of
his case. This was granted to Mr. Levitsky and on March
27th, 1933, the Students' Executive Council heard the
evidence against lr. Levitsky and decided that there was
not sufficient evidence to warrant the continuation of
the refusal of the privileges of the McGill Union to
him, S0 that at the present time, as far as Mr. Levitsky's
case 1is concerned, he is now a graduate in good standing
in so far as the McGill Union is concerned.
