Prévi‘sioﬁ:é' Leave Intict the
Sherman Law and Are
Supplementary.

P

The five fundamental provisions
of administration in the anti-trust
bill, as framed by the sub-commnfittee
of the house .of congress judioiary
commission, which will be introduced
next week, will follow ideas of the
president as outMned in conference
with menibers of the housé committee,

The chief provisians of bill, which
later, may be whipped into one com-
posité medsire, are as follows:

The theory ‘that guilt is per-
sonal, and that trust magnates shall
be submitted to fine and imprison-
ment, will be written into Sherman
law. The Dbill will contain drastic
provisions prohibiting price fixithg in
restraint of trade. The bill will re-
quire that no restraint of trade shall
be deemed reasonable, There also will
be a ‘definition of what constitutes
a restraint of trade. ¢

Interlocking - directorates hetween
banks, rallroads and industrial cor-
porations will be absolutely prohibit-
ed. The law will he made especially
drastic concerning the directorate of
banks and railroads, and no bhanker
will be permitted to be a railroad di-
rector, and no railroad director will be
allowed to be a director of a bank.
The “interlocking directorates” pro-
vision will go furthér, and will pro-
vide that a director of an industrial
concern cannot be a director in a com-
peting industrial concern.

Railroads will be divorced from con=
trol or ownership of manufacturing
and -other establishments, whose out-
put is a commodity transported by the
common carrier,

These provisions leave intact the
Sherman law as it now stands, and
are supplementary thereto.

The house committee is said to be
opposed to idea of creation of an in-
dustrial trade commission to fix prices
of manufactured articles, but believes

situation~may be relieved by breaking ||

up monopolies in other ways.
