There was no meeting with the grain
growers at this place.

Mayor McGregor died at the end of
the week, and his funeral was being
held just after the public meeting, and
was attended by Mr. Borden and his
party. Out of respect for the mayor
the meeting was closed without cere-
mony. The attendance at the meeting,
too, was undoubtedly reduced by the
general sympathy with the mayor's
family.

Milk vats are to Dbe of asmoothly
turned metal, with joints soldered
smooth and flush with the surface,
and must be well and carefully cov-
ered.

Cans and bottles after using must
be properly cleaned and sterilized and
kept protected from contamination.
Milk cans must be used exclusively
for milk, and cans used for othe pur-
poses in conmection with the milk
business must be plainly labeled, ‘“Not
to he used for milk.” Empties must
be properly cleaned and sterilized at
the dairies before being returned.

Cooling tanks are to be constructed
of non-absorbent material ¢rd must
be watertight and kept in clegn, sani-
tary condition. They are to be sup-
plied daily with clean fresh water or
be filled with ice.

Milk showing signs of dirt or any im-
purity must not be received et any
dairy nor must any milk containing
more than 200,000 bacteria per cubic
centimetre be so0ld for humen consump-
tion.

To ensure pure wholesome milk the
medical health officer reccmmends
that the milk should be kept at a
temperature inaintained as -nearly as
possible at 50 degrees F': it should be
