Cols. Labatt and Bradbury
. Sustain Disablements,
'f Committee Hears. »

Ottawa, May 7.—Evidence regard-
‘ dng the pensions awarded Col. Labtt,

and Col. (Senator) George Bradbury,
was given at the meeting of the pen-
sions committee today. The cases were
brought up as a result of charges of
discrimination in regard to officers’
pensions as against men, made at
previous sittings by representatives of
the Great War Veteran’s Assocjation.
Col. Belton produced statements of
the medical board, which examined
the two colonels, and it was shown,
that Col, Labatt wa suffering from
heart trouble resufting from his parti-
eipation in he war, and s in receipt
of a total disablement pension.
Evidence submitted regarding Col.
Bradbury's case showed that medical
St’mrdn had decided that 50 per cent.
his® disability was due to gervice

at the front and pension was award-
ed accordingly, -A private medicad
board in Montreal, however, had sub-
mitted that his disability should be
placed at 80 per cent.
1t was pointed out that the amount

of pension awarded a man is deter-
mined by his capacity to earn a v+
ing on the general labor market. No
attention is paid to the man's abill-
ty before the war.
The opinion was expressed by scme
members that Colonel Labatt, while
occupying a lucrative position under
the government, shou'd not continue
to draw a total disablement .pension.
