Dr. G. E. Smith Gives En-
thusiastic Description of

Pre-Natal Clinics. :

'Dr. George E. Smith in his address
to the Rotary. Club yesterday | said
the city health department was the
bést in America.. Dr, Smith’ took for
the subject of hls} address. “Child
Welfare,” and declared that it was an
urgent necd of thcﬂ time for Canada,
that we should have better children,
mentally, morally and physically. The
wWomen who - went fo the “prc-natal
clinic of. the CGeneral Hospital, got
better attention than thosa %n the

best homes in the city. He regretted
there were still a few homes in To-
ronto .who . refused -to admit public
health nurses where children were
newly born. “This is not,” Jhe 'said,

for well habies.”

The clisic. recorded infant mor-
tality, and if any particular district
showed an abnormal number of
deaths, a clinic wasg immediasely es-
tablished in the neighborhood. These
were - under young physicians, who
were specially trained in the Hospital
for Sick Children. In 1913, 343 clinics
were held, with an attendnce of 4000.
In 1918 these had increased to 1033,
with an attendance of 16,000,

. Free Attendance.

Physicians last year spent 2000
hours in' free. attendance, which, es-
timated at $5 an hour, would ‘have
meant $10,000 free attention.

“But ‘the value of what they | are
doing, cannot be measured in dollars
and cents,”” said Dr. Smith. In 1913
the infant .mortality was 137 deaths
to every 1000 births. In 1917 this was
reduced to 91.8. On account of ‘the
“flu” epidemic the mortality. last year
increased to 103,

Nurses were trained to give talks
to mothers in churches,” and | ‘he
thought these lectures should | be
given to both mothers gf rich ‘land
poor alike.
