body of which was found in a decom-
posed condition deposited in a chimney
hole at 438 Euclid avenue.

It was very evident that the couple
were strongly attached to each other
and that the faith of the soldier hus-
band had not been Severly shaken by
the unfortunate circumstances occur-
ring in his alsence. Mrs, Henderson
remained composed while the various
