Whileeadmitting that the const.tu-
tion of the U.V.L." was “very close” to
that of the Grand Army of Canada, Mr.
Rogbuck stated that this would not in-
terfere with the gquestion of securing a
charter, as the constitution of the
G.A.C. was, not protected by a copy-
right, and also, that the latter assoc.a-
tion was assisting the U.V.L. in many
respects. Mr. Roebuck continued that
there was no law which could prevent
an association from adopting a similar
const.tution to that of an existing as-
sogiation, providing that they did not
take the name of the existing assocla-
tion. Mr. Roebuck added that the two
constitutions were “slightly diffetent,”
and stated that among the “minor -dif-
ferences” was the clause prohibiting
any government official from holding
an executive pos.tion in the association,
whereas the G.A.C. permit a govern-
ment .official to enjoy this privilege,
provid.ng he does not receive a salary
above $2000 per year.

The World’s statément of yesterday
morning concerning th.s matter made
reference to the principal points al-
ready adopted by the U.V.L. at a meet-
ing in Massey Hall and not to those
lesser points, which were referred to
another meeting to be voted on.

Flynn's Statement.

In reference to this published state-
ment, J. H. Flynn stated to The World
yesterday that it would be impossible
for the G.A.C. to state that thé two
constitutions were identical, when the
U.V.L. /had not completed the drawing
up of their. constitution. Mr.' Flynn
sajd: “As far as our own constitution
is drawn up I have avo.ded what I
consider serious defects in the_consti-
tution of the G.A.C. For example, ac-
cording to the constitution of the Vet-
terans’ League no members receiving
any salary from the govérnment can
be appointed an off.cial of the U.V.L.
In the second place, all officials of the
U.V.L. are appointed to office and re-
moved from office by the membership
body and not by the executive. In the
third place, the amounts of the asses-
ments differ materially.”

“The work of obtain'ng a charter is
in the hands of W. E. Roebuck, of
Crooks, Roebuck & Parkinson, who as-
sures us that there will be no diffi-
culty, in. receiving the chartér imme-
dai I will not enter megotiations
for algamation with any organiza-
tion until such matter is decided by the
membership body of the U.V.L.”

ARTILLERY OFFICERS TO MEET.

A general meeting of all artillery
officers of the ‘Canadian expeditionary
forces resident in Toronto will be held
on October 14 at the.

The object of
the meeting is to take steps to organ-
ize one brigade of field artillery and
one seige battery, which will be al-
lotted to Toronto district. It is pro-
posed that the brigades be given over-
seas numbers and that each field bat-
tery be representative of one of the
divisional artilleries which served in
the fieid and that the seige battery be
representative of the Canadian Corps
Heavy Artillery.

Clerical work is scarcé and many
men ‘of this class are unemployed.
Motor drivers are finding great dif-
ficulty in securing positions owing in
4 great measure to the fact tHat thou.
sands of men were trained for this
work in the transport sections over~
seas.

Mr, Hunter sajd that 446 vacancies
of employment were offered the bureau
last week and tbey were able to find
212 men to fill these. At present there
are 154 vacancies outstanding. His
department had filled nearly 3,000
vacancies for returned soldiers to date,

There were 1,700 men helped
various ways by the bureau during
the week and this, says Mr. Hunter,
is indicative of what may be expectea
during the winter.

The Dominion goverament, he said,
must face very large expenditures for
railways, ships, and t extensjon of
credits necessary to maintain the
busines®: of the country.

Sir Thomas said last year he had
to find $170,000,000 for the British gov-
ernment to purchase wheat, in ad-
dition to otaer necessary credits.

Great Britain was Canada’s greatest
market for whe%t and having bee
unable to find tHe money herself it
was necessary that Britain should be
furnished with. credits. The sum of
$76,000,000 had been advanced for
cheese purchase. The great problem
today is to furnish credits to Euro-
pean countries to buy products which
Canada must sell.

Must Retrench,

I am pointing out that Great Britain
will have to be loaned money by
Canada if we are to sell her our pro-
duce, said Sir Thomas. The reason
that they require ecredits here is that
they cannot buy food here with
pounds sterling. Before Canada can
send money to Great Britain she must
raise the money. Our situation is one
of the best, next to the United States,
but it could not be anything but ser-
lous after five years of war. I be-
lieve that with a policy of retrench-

ment Canada can carry on. But t-
must be.retrenchment. o
