INESTIGATIONS DISCUSSED

R

General Approval Expressed Around
the Gity Hall at the Bay-Street
Fire Inquiry.

REDUCTIONS OF ASSESSMENT.

To Increase the Civic Stafi—Propos-
ed New Stables—Paving Con-
tract—City Hall Notes,

° The talk around the City Hall yesterday
centred on the Bay-street fire Investigation.
There was a consensus of opinion that the
enquiry should proceed and be a thorough
one. That .there has been mismanage-
ment, lack of harmony and consequent im-
pairment of efficlercy was generally con-
ceded. The opinion, too, was expressed
that the chief of the fire brigade has suffi-
cient power in his own hands to check
many of the irregularities that cropped up
In the preceding day’s investigation. At the
same time he'ls blamed for not sufficlently
insisting on the necessity of up-to-date equip-
ment for life-saving purposes. True, the
65 feet ladders have been time and again

recommended, and the unsparing pruning
knife of the Board of Control has cut off
the requisite amounts. Now is Chief Gra-
ham’s chance, in reporting fully on the
Bay-street fire and the alleged bad manage-
ment thereat, to tell the Kire and Light
Committee with no uncertain sound what
the defects of the present hook and ladder
trucks are, and what he requires in the
way of life-saving equipment to allow the
brigade to malintain its boasted pre-emi-
nence. Ald. Sheppard’s suggested fire mar-
shal would not be required if the chlef and
chairman were not hampered by divided
counsel in the Fire and Light Committee,
the members of which naturally are sus-
ceptible to outside influence, The expres-
sion was heard: around the Hall that this
inyestigation ought not to prove abortive
as so0 many other civic enquiries have done,
but that such a repogt and recommendation
should be arrived at that the Council
would have no option than to adopt. If
this is not done it is more than probable
that the' fire underwriters, instead of re-
ducing their rates, may Increase them. The
report. to be presented at a special meet-
ing of the Fire and Light Committee, is
awaited with interest.

Absence of Intelligent Direction,

The Mayor yesterday sald emphatically
that he did not wish it to be understood
that he was attacking the administration of
the fire department simply because a lad-
der was not forthcoming in the emergency.
It was the disorder and confusion, the lack
of system and design, the promiscuous
crowding into a small area of a lot of ap-
paratus that was not wanted, the misman-
agement—in fact the absence of Intelligent
direction that he most condemned at the
Bay-street fire.

Increased Civic Stafl.

Architect Lennox has written the Mayor,
requesting that several temporary employes
at the new Civic Buildings be appointed
permanently. - They are the chief engineer,
assistant engineer, three firemen, coal-
heaver and patrolman. The matter will be
decided at the next meeting of Council.

Many Small Reductions,

The Court of Revision finished the con-
sideration of the appeals in Ward 5 yester-
day afternoon. The reductions in assess-
ment were not of great account. Among
them were $400 taken off No. 311 Craw-
ford-street, owned by Maria Carlton; 8'100
each from an assessment of $3000 on Nos.
