Snell, 44 years oid, formerly a clerk in the
Pension Office, was hanged at the district
jall about noon to-day for the murder of
13.year-old Lizzle Wiesenberger, who was
employed at his house, ahd with whom
he was infatuated, BSnell was the largest

man ever executed here, When he was
received at the jall Aug. 7 last he weighed
206 pounds and measured 6 feet 6 inches
in height. When led to the scaffold to-
day his welght was 237 pounds, Notwith-
standing that the drop was considerably
lessened on account of his size, the rope
nearly severed the murderer’s head from
his body. The doctors stated that his death
was instantaneous,
