Week Meetings.
TORONTO, July 30.—An interim re­

port was made today to the Ontario 
Government by Justices Kiddell and 
Latchford on their investigation of the 
timber operations of concessionaires 
in Northern Ontario, and it reflects 
severely upon Walter H. Russell of 
Port Arthur, and the methods by which 
he secured patent rights. Lt is under­
stood that the Government will take 
steps toward the cancellation of the 
patents and the recovery of money 
representing the value of the pulpwood.

Following is a copy of the report:
"We, the commissioners appointed 

by commission of date the 9th day of 
March, 1920, have the honor to make 
the following interim report in respect 
of certain operations of Walter H. 
Russell of the city of Port Arthur, 
either individually or by and through 
companies of which he was the prin­
cipal and almost the only stockholder 
or the manager.

Exploitation of Resources.
1—The business of Mr. Russell and 
his companies has been since 1907 the 
exploitation of the pulpwood resources 
of the province of Ontario in district 
of Thunder Bay.
"2—The pulpwood which they there 

obtained has been for the most part 
exported to the United States.
3—In order to secure certain valu­

able areas of pulpwood, Kussell con­
ceived and carried into operation a 
scheme for taking advantage of what 
he supposed to be the legal effect ol 
the mining acts of the province.

Took Mining Licenses.
"He caused a number of persons 

closely connected with him or in his 
employ to take out mining licenses, 
nominally for themselves, but in reality 
for him and his companies (the fees 
being paid by him). As he himself says, 
the licenses were taken out and the 
locations selected and obtained solely 
for the purpose of stripping the prop­
erties of the pulpwood thereon, and it 
never was intended that any of the 
slightest development should follow the 
alleged discoveries of mineral.

*•4—-This was admitted by Mr. Rus­
sell to have been done malefide.

Wrongfully Obtained.
"5—Very large quantities of pulp- 

wood were wrongully obtained in this 
way. The books of the Russell Timber 
Company show that in 1913-1919 there 
were so procured at least 79.350 cords.

“6—In addition to the above, Mr. 
Russell and his companies have tres­
passed for many years upon Govern­
ment lands without shadow of right; 
and they have removed therefrom 
much pulpwood of great value, which 
they have dealt with as though it had 
been cut upon the mining locations.

"7—In our opinion, upon the admitted 
facts, proceedings should be taken to 
cancel the patents improperly obtained 
and also to recover the value of the 
pulpwood and for damages generally."

The report was accompanied by evi­
dence dealing with matters set forth.

In the latest issue the 
statistics for the month of May, 1920, 
are given, showing Sarnia far in the 
lead. Some of the figures follow: Sar­
nia. $92,450; Peterboro, $6,505; Port 
Arthur, $18.055: Owen Sound, $20,000; 
St. Thomas, $26,340; St. Catharines. 
$46.467: Kitchener, $58.345: Stratford, 
$59,388; Guelph, $62,295; Woodstock. 
$75,363.

The local May record was exceeded 
In June, when the total reported was 
$93.851, and the total to date for this
