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Official announcement is made that
henceforth the issue of war service but-
tong will be for four classes. The classes
will be:

A.—Ruttons for men who have seen ac-
tive service in France or on any other
allied front during the present war.

B.—Buttons for men who have seen
active service in England.

C.—Buttons for men who have been on
active service in Canada and been hon-
orahly discharged.

D.—Buttons for men who presented
themselves before medical boards previous,
to August 10 of the present year and
who were rejected as medically unfit.

Half u million buttons for the four
classes have been prepared by the de-
partment of militia at Ottawa.

It is probable that the jssuing of the
first three classes of buttons will com-
mence next week. Alf men in class “D,"
which will include most of the “AR.
men, will, if still medically unfit, receive
their buttons about New Year’s.

The, issuing of the new series of but-
tons, each of which will be accompanied
by an official militia department certifi-
cate, is stated to make it contrary to’the
regulations for the patriotic or similar
buttons to be worn by ‘any soldier unitil
he has received a military certificate.
The certificates and the new buttons are
to be issued on application at the dis-
trict military headguanters.

Visiting Regufations.

The meats which Canadian men, who
are in clase one under the Military Ser-
vics Act, must use in order to enter the
United States, were decided at a con-
ference between staff officers, Judge
Winchester and Registrar Glyn Osler,
held at military headquarters yesterday
afternoon. .

No man in class one can leave Can-
ada up to Nov. 8, when the issuing of
exemption certificates commences, unless
he reports to his district miltary head-
quarters, applying personally, and sat-
isfies the officials that he is going abroad
for reasons considered important. He
will be 'given a permit to go abroad pro-
vided he posts a bond for 000 and
Jeaves his photograph with military head-

ers, such permit not being good for
longer than two weeks. When he re-
turns to Canada he must report again
to the military authorities, so that his
bond may be released. A man will not
be granted a permit on his own bond.

Men. who are in other classes than
class one can get a passport for three
months,

Volunteers Will Have Seniority . Pre-

served, But Otherwise They May
Be Called to Serve Anywhere.

Under . the heading of “Officers
Available for Service Under rthe_.Mihiw
tary Service ‘Act,” the Ottawa militia
‘department .has sent a ‘special “onder
to Toronto district headguarnters. The
order declares that umder the provi-

officers of the active militiez must re-
port for service under their respective
dasses or ‘Claim 'exemption . as laid
down -for civilians. Militia officers
who come within the terms of the pro-
clamation will therefore comply if
they do not dlaim exemption, and
pending further instructions as to the
capacity 4n ‘which the services of
such officers will be utilized the fol-
lowing information is to be noted:

(a) Officets liable wnder the act who
may volunteer to serve in the ranks
will be seconded to their militia regi-
ments and their seniority in the aic-
tive militia preserved.

(b) Those who do not volunteer for
service as in paragraph “a” above will
be subject tc call, and their services
utilized in whatever capacity the exi-
gencies of the sorvice may render
necessary, and provision will be madc
to preserve their status as commis-
sioned officers in the active militia as
indicated in sub-paragraph *a™

It was admitted yesterday by one
of the Toronto staff officers that the
wording of paragraph “b" was rather
vague. It was his opinion tho that
it indicated the wgovernment -was
clearing the way sc that there would
bc no bar to it utilizing the militia
officers where it thought fit.

Campaign With Speech
at Huntingdon.

Huntingdon, Que., Oct. 15.—Hon. C.
J. Doherty, minister of -justice, ad-
dressed a gathering of 1000 people here
tonight. He had come to bring ° the
message ‘“Win the war.” He expressed
/pleasure at.the formation of a union
government.

“I am glad to feel tonight as I am
sure the people of Canada feel, that the
day of parties is gone.” he said. He
believed that it was the dominating
feeling of the people of the Dominion
that this was not a time for the con-
tinuanoce of those things men cailled
party principles, which had so long
divided the people, and the govern-
ment, as it exists today, appreciated
this, he said. The minister's address
was patriotic. He would not pretend
that the Military Service Act would
not mean sacrifice on the part of the
voung men, he said, and he believed
that the young men would understand
the situation and respond cheerfully
and eagerly.

It was no time now to ask why
Canada was in the war, continued Mr.
Doherty. Today all realized that Can-
ada was at war for her own heritage,
and that it was a fight for the self.
preservation of Canada.

“The feeling that we are fighting
against the - aggressive power that
w~wanted a place in the sun” he saia,
“has replaced the feeling that we were
doing something generous when We
wvent to war in 1914, We threw more
¢han our hats in the ring: we put
Janada.in the ring; we made Canada
the lawful prize of the conqueror; and
.f that be true—and surely no one can
question its truth—then if that line of
defence which our boys are holding
their share of. were broken, and the
British fleet smashed, this Canada that
we threw into the war as the stake in
the game would not be ours for long.”

Concentrate Thoughts.

it was necessary to concentrate the
thoughts of the people on winning
tke war, said Mr. Doherty, and the
transition from thinking to action
was not great.

He was glad to pe able to say that
the win-the-war measure was due not
to one party. but to the men intimate-
ly associated with both the great par-
tiess Who had felt it necessary.

Canadians are in this critical war
by choice, ard cannot be in the war
and make no sacrifice.

“So. I am not here to try to gloss
over this Military Service Act,” he
said. “and for which, by the way, I
am not here to a.po‘\logize."

ANARCHY SUBSIDES,
PETROGRAD REPORTS
Destruction Caused by Disturbances

Has Waned in Past
Month,

Petrograd, Oct. 15. — An official
statement has been prepared indicat-
ing that the destruction caused by
anarchy reached its height about the
middle of September and is now on
the wane.

According {c official returns announced
last night Toronto city men who . filled
out applicaticn papers on Satunday under
the Miiitary Service Act nearily all applied
for exemption from service. Of 373 pa-
pers filed at the “Toronfb post offices on

Saturday 558 asked for exemption and
only 15 were of men ready to report for
military traifing.

The authorities of the Ontario regis-
trar's olfice point out that in order to
have ail the 85,000 applications expected
from Toruntc Military District filed by
the specified date of the proclamation
(November 8) they willi have to be re-
ceived at the rate of about 3500 a day.
It is also stated that thé. Class One
men whe send in their application papers
at an early date, especilally if. they are
applying for exemption, willi have a bet-
ter ard longer hearing when their cases
come hefore the tribunals, as their claims
for exempticr will come up at the open-
1nghsitﬂngs of the tribunals before the
rush.

Announcement is made that the hear-
ings of thes exemption tribunals will be
open to the public. Also that no cross-
examinations will be allowed by the gov-
ernment representatives on the tribunnls.
