"If will thus be seen that the board 
of education has received very much 
more in the last four years than any 
other city department; but the ■per­
centages as published by the hoard 
do not show this.

“The board of education cannot 
pare Us percentage of expenditure 
with those of city departments for 
these reasons:

"1. It can control the extent of its 
activities and the variety and - number 
of subjects taught in the schools. Its 
expenditure is largely made up of sala­
ries, and these salaries are fixed by 
schedule.

“2. The city has had an increase in 
the past four years in general reve­
nue, other than taxation, of $6,628,- 
560. and the 'board of education have 
not attempted to take from this amount 
what should be set off against the 
expenditures of the departments they 
refer to.

"3. The city has had to meet many 
expenses in the past few years which 
would not have had to be met if there 

j had been no war, such as rising in 
prices and wages, and which have not 
affected the board of education to the 
same extent.
