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The attention of Missionaries is requested to the following Resolution of the
Committee, passed in August, 1872 :—That the Secretary shall, previously to each
Quarterly Meeting, prepare a tabular view of the numerical and financial state of
the missions ; also a synoptical statement of the business to be done ; and in order to
do this, missions shall hold their quarterly meetings sufficiently early to enable them
to have their reports to the Mission Office not less than one week previous to the
meeting of the Committee ; and in case any of the Missionaries shall fail in doing so,
their reports shall not be read, nor their grants sent, until the succeeding meeting.
The Committee earnestly hope that all the brethren will assist in enabling the
Secretary to carry out the above arrangement, so that they may have time to discuss
what really pertains to the good of the mission work.

The Quarterly Meeting of these Committees shall be held in Toronto, on
Thursday, the 3rd of August, and Thursday, the 4th of November, 1875 ; Thursday,
the 3rd of February, and Thursday, the 4th of May, 1876. Each Meeting to com-
mence at 9 o’clock, a.m,
