He participated
in two Cuban revolutions against -Spain;
in the first of which he reached the rank
of major and in the second that of major
general. He .was seleted as governor of
Santa Clara province by the government
of intervention and when his term expired
he was elected governor. :

EXPECT WEEKS
~BILL TO PASS

Forest Reserves for the
United States Gevernment
Will Probably be Adepted.

Washington, Jan. 28—Hope ' for the
passage ; of the Weeks Forrest Reserva-
tion Bill is based largely on the character
of the bill, which, while intended especial-
ly .in the interest of the propused Apala-
chian and White Mountain reservations,
is still genmeral in its character. It was
this applicability of the bill to all sections !
of the country, and its harmonizing with
the basic ideas of the recent' comserva-
tion congress that made it possible to get
the. measure before the committee.

Another feature of the bill, which, it is
believed will appeal strongly to the mem-
bers of both houses, is the fact that it]
does not provide for the application of a
single million from the general revenueg
of the government.

The weeks’ bill provides' that the re-
serves shall ‘be purchased from moneys re-
ceived from the sale or disposal of any
products or the. use of lands or yesources
from the public lands now or hereafter set
aside as national forests. It is planned
to have the reserve of the coimtry so man-
age as  to purchase more forest re-
soerves. The bill provides that the moneys
derived from the national forests shall
be reserved in the United States treasury
as a special fund to be known as the Na-
tional Forest Reservation fund “to be used
in the examination, survey, and acquire-
ment of lands located on the headwaters
of navigable streams of those which ave
beong or which may be developed-for nav-
igable purposes.”

It was
pointed out that France has three dirig-
ibles and Germany four, while the ltalian
army is in a measure equipped with them
and reports are that the Russian army
are adding them to' its equipment. The
plan was to have the government buy a
number of balloons such as the one acquir-
ed last summer.

When General Allen, chief signal officer,
was before the committee he was question-
ed as to the possibility of firing at balloons
ivith mdrtars. “It is believed that. you
are going to fight a Palloon,” said the gen-
eral, *with anything execept a balloon.
You cannot shoot a balloon down with
guus because it has a horizontal and ver-
tical motion and nobody can hit it. It i8
almost impossible to find a balloon at a
thousand feet even on a moonlight night.”

“We do not believe that aeroplanes will
ever take the place of the dirigible ‘bal-
loon,” he 'continued. “Experience shows
that the aeroplane will carry only a very
light burden not to exceed two or threc
men, and the minute you commence to
carry any load you must put on the gas-
bag. 1t seems hardly possible that aero-
planes are going up. to,the height that a
dirigible balloon goes.”
